Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, and Andrea MacFeat.  Members absent:  Keith Prang and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; JoBeth Uhlir; and Patrick Solon.  Nathan Riggins arrived at 7:20 p.m.

MacFeat made Motion 11-03-14:16 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 14, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-03-14:17 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 11-03-14:18 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  2010 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2010 was submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-03-14:19 to approve the 2010 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

B.  2008-2009 Audit:  The audit for the years 2008 and 2009 has been completed and approved by the Dept. of Legislative Audit.  There were no audit findings noted. 

C.  Hazardous Buildings/Nuisance Property:  Information was received regarding a hazardous building within Kadoka.  There is no city ordinance regarding this matter; however, State Statute 34-16-19 addresses this issue.  The statute specifically designates the county health officer as the person responsible to initiate action against the property owner.  After review of the law, Shuck made Motion 11-03-14:20 to refer this matter to the city’s attorney.  The motion was seconded by Word. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

D.  Easement:  A proposed easement for the section of land owned by Joe Handrahan was presented to the council for review.  This section of land is where the “Welcome” rock is located.  There was a previous agreement for the sign to be located on this section of property, with the city agreeing to pay for the lighting and maintenance.  After review, Word made Motion 11-03-14:21 to approve the easement.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  The easement will need to be signed by Mr. Handrahan and filed with the Register of Deeds.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report

B.  Streets:  A proposed ad for chip/sealing of approximately 12,000 square yards of city streets, primarily the section of Locust Street behind the school and the section of Bayberry Street in front of the school was presented for approval.  After review, MacFeat made Motion 11-03-14:22 to approve the ad for the chip/seal project.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

C.  Solid Waste:  no report
	
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke at the Bar originally scheduled for February 19, 2011 was postponed due to weather and has been rescheduled for Friday, March 18, 2011. 

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Ads for summer personnel were submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 11-03-14:23 to approve the ads for summer personnel.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0

F.  Public Safety:  Monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  
The mayor reminded everyone that the annual District 8 meeting for the SD Municipal League will be held in Kadoka on April 5, 2011.  The registration forms will be submitted next week.  
There will be an election for the position of Ward III council member.  The election will be held on April 12, 2011.  
	The grants submitted for the water and wastewater studies have been approved.  The meeting with SPN is scheduled for 5:30 pm on Monday, March 21, 2011.

JoBeth Uhlir had previously stated that the section of land recently made available to the Kadoka Jackson Economic Development Corporation needs to be zoned for commercial/industrial purposes.  After a review of the City’s Ordinance Manual, it was determined that this section of property is already zoned for commercial/industrial purposes and no changes are required.  A general discussion of the city’s ordinances was held and the Central South Dakota Enhancement District will be contacted for assistance in the process of updating the ordinances.
