Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 5:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen and Kieth Prang.  Dick Stolley arrived at the meeting at 5:30.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, and JoBeth Uhlir.
Additions to the agenda:  there were no additions to the agenda.
Word made Motion 08-11-19:135 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of October 14, 2008.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Jorgensen made Motion 08-11-19:136 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 08-11-19:137 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Vehicle and Heating Fuel Awards for 2009:  Mayor Weller opened and read the sealed bids submitted by Midwest Cooperatives, Discount Fuel and Kadoka Oil LLC.  The bids received are as follows:  Midwest Cooperatives:  Propane - .05/gallon below current delivery price; #1 and #2 Diesel - .05/gallon below current delivery price; and, Unleaded Gasoline - .05 /gallon below current delivery price.  Discount Fuel:  #1 and #2 Diesel – Pump Price (not a fixed bid/can fluctuate daily); and, Unleaded Gasoline – Pump Price (not a fixed bid/can fluctuate daily).  Kadoka Oil LLC:  #1 and #2 Diesel – Bulk Charge Price (not a fixed bid/can fluctuate daily); Unleaded Gasoline – Bulk Charge Price (not a fixed bid/can fluctuate daily); and, Propane – Bulk Charge Price (not a fixed bid/can fluctuate daily).  MacFeat made Motion 08-11-19:138 to accept all bids as submitted by Midwest Cooperatives.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.        
B.  Bid for 2009 Solid Waste Transportation:  Shuck made Motion 08-11-19:139 to approve the ad for bids on the 2009 contract for solid waste transportation.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  New Service/West Central Electric:  A new service fee of $100.00 is required to establish service to heat the building at the water tower.  Prang made Motion 08-11-19:140 to approve the fee.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water:  No report was given.  
B.  Streets:  The council commended the city employees for doing such a good job of snow removal after the blizzard.      

C.  Solid Waste:  No report was given.  During the most recent audit, a recommendation was made to research options to reduce the yearly deficit in the solid waste fund.  The mayor asked the committee to study this and make recommendations at a future meeting.

Dick Stolley arrived at the meeting at this time.     
D.  Liquor:  Debbie Antonsen and Tina Williams are attending TAM certification training this evening.  A number of chairs need to be recovered and four need to be replaced.  The cost of recovering the chairs is approx. $80.00/chair and the cost of new chairs is $170.00/chair.  Stolley made Motion 08-11-19:141 to purchase 4 new chairs and recover the other 12 chairs.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Poker will conclude next week and JoBeth stated that she would like to skip the month of December and then resume again in January.    
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion was held regarding supervision of students at the auditorium during periods of “open” gym.  More discussion will be required before any decisions are made.  There is a need for some new chairs for the auditorium; prices will be checked prior to the next meeting.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The draft copy of the 2006-2007 audit report is completed and is on file in the finance office for review.  There were no written audit findings for this audit period.  
Prang made Motion 08-11-19:142 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
