Colby Shuck left the meeting at 6:55 p.m. and returned at 7:05 p.m.

Word made Motion 11-02-14:8 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of January 10, 2011.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 11-02-14:9 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]A.  Reunion Tent:  Ronda Dennis informed the council that the person who has supplied the tent for reunion weekend in years past has sold the business.  The new owner does not have a 60 x 90 tent available for this year’s reunion; but does have a 40 x 140 tent available and will supply it at the same price as last year ($2,400.00).  MacFeat made Motion 11-02-14:11 to use the 40 x 140 tent for this year’s reunion.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

B.  Small Community Planning Grant Applications for Water and Wastewater System Studies:  The grants that the city applied for in 2010 to assist with funding these studies 
has expired and the city will need to re-apply.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 11-02-14:12 to re-apply for these grants.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    
C.  Billing from SPN for Water and Wastewater System Studies:  These billings were tabled until a future date.

D.  Economic Development:  A resolution regarding the property previously made available to the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation for the purposes of business development was presented for approval.  Shuck made Motion 11-02-14:13 to approve Resolution 2011-1R.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
