KADOKA CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 11, 2008

7:00 P. M.

Council President Colby Shuck called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen, Micki Word, Dick Stolley, Andrea MacFeat, and Kieth Prang.  Absent:  Mayor Weller.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Stevie Uhlir, Shivaun Williams, Arla Patterson, Kassie Kukal, Nathan Riggins, Eileen  Stolley and Gene Christensen.  Grant Patterson arrived at 7:08 and JoBeth Uhlir arrived at 8:30. 

Additions to the agenda:  moving permit/Dee Wynia was added and will be included with a building permit; and, an executive session for personnel was added after council reports.

MacFeat made Motion 08-08-11:105 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 14, 2008, and the special meeting of July 30, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, MacFeat made Motion 08-08-11:106 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, Jorgensen made Motion 08-08-11:107 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Economic Development:  Gene Christensen and Eileen Stolley were present on behalf of the Economic Development Committee.  An information packet was distributed and an overview was presented by Mr. Christensen.  A formal request for assistance with funding was presented in the amount of $15,000.00.  The council was advised that the same proposal was presented to the Jackson County Commissioners, but the status of their action was not known.  This funding will be used to hire a part time individual to serve as executive director.  This funding request would be for this year, not for the upcoming budget year of 2009.  Mr. Christensen stated that grants would be pursued to offset costs once a director is hired.  He also stated that this endeavor would be contingent upon participation and funding by both the county and the city.  If adequate funding is not available to assist with the hiring of the director, then any funds pledged by the city would not be used.  After the discussion was completed, Word made Motion 08-08-11:108 to contribute $10,000.00 to the Economic Development Committee with the funds coming from this year’s contingency fund.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.   

B.  Booster Club:  A group representing the booster club was present and Arla Patterson addressed the council on their behalf.  The group sponsored “blow-up” games during the alumni weekend in June and it was a big success.  They would like to have even more games for next year and asked the city for assistance in funding the games.  The amount requested was $4,000.00.  In addition, there would be the possibility of renting a tent from this company for less money than has been spent in previous years on the tent.  The decision on this request was deferred until later in the meeting when reviewing the draft of the 2009 budget.

C.  Football Field Water Line Cost:  The line has been installed at the football field for the water cannon.  Arla Patterson, on behalf of the Kadoka Area School District, asked if the city will cost share the project; however, any decision on cost sharing on this project has not been made by the city council.  

D.  First Reading/Ordinance Revision:  The first reading was held on the following ordinance revision:  Chapter 8, Article II, Section 1; and Article III, Sections 3, 4 and 5.  The second reading will be held at the September 8, 2008 meeting.

E.  Building Permit and Moving Permit:  A building permit from Dale O’Connell and a moving permit from Dee Wynia were submitted for approval.  Jorgensen made Motion 08-08-11:109 to approve both requests as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

F.  SDML Worker’s Comp Quote:  An information quote was distributed to each member.  This information will not affect the city’s insurance for 2009; but is being presented for consideration for the 2010 budget year.  No further action was taken.

G.  Second Draft of Budget:  The second draft of the budget had been previously mailed to each member.  Further discussion on the request from the booster club was held.  Word made Motion 08-08-11:110 to grant the request from the booster club and that the funds will be added to the proposed Liquor Fund Budget for 2009.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Additional discussion was held on the economic development request and the consensus of the council was to review the progress of the committee next year and if additional funds are authorized, a supplemental appropriation will be completed.

Grant Patterson addressed the council regarding the 5% markup on malt beverage products.  MacFeat made Motion 08-08-11:111 to rescind City Ordinance Chapter 8, Article II, Section 1.  After further discussion, MacFeat amended her motion to rescind the entire Article II of Chapter 8, not just Section 1.  The motion died for a lack of a second.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The Graupmann project is completed and the Water Tower project will be completed in the near future. 

B.  Streets:  No report.    

C.  Solid Waste:  There will be an inspection on August 14, 2008.  The metal has been crushed and removed.  

D.  Liquor:  JoBeth would like to resume having poker on Monday night’s beginning in September.  Stolley made Motion 08-08-11:112 to allow poker on Monday nights.  The motion was seconded by Word with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.   

E.  Auditorium/Park:  There has been some vandalism at the park and one of the baskets and backboard were broken.  The chlorinator for the kiddie pool blew up and is no longer operational.  Word was granted permission to purchase and install a new chlorinator as soon as possible.  The pool will close for the season on August 21, 2008.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  No report.

Stolley made Motion 08-08-11:113 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:00 pm.  

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  The remainder of the minutes were recorded by the council president.

The council was declared out of executive session at 9:17 pm, with no action taken.
Prang made Motion 08-08-11:114 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:18 p.m.
