REGULAR MEETING

Due to inclement weather, the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council was postponed from Monday, December 8, 2008 until Wednesday, December 10, 2008.  Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 5:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Dick Stolley, Micki Word, Colby Shuck, and Kieth Prang.  Members absent:  Andrea MacFeat and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Nathan Riggins, Patrick Solon, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, JoBeth Uhlir, Forrest Davis and Clay Kartak.
Shuck made Motion 08-12-10:143 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 19, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 08-12-10:144 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 08-12-10:145 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bid for 2009 Solid Waste Transportation:  Shad’s Towing submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $425.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $5.00/trip for each .05/gallon increase in fuel price.  The bid includes full coverage insurance on the trailer.  Shuck made Motion 08-12-10:146 to accept the bid as submitted by Shad’s Towing.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.  

B.  Approve 2009 Liquor Licenses:  Stolley made Motion 08-12-10:147 to approve the 2009 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.  

C.   Official Depository, Official Newspaper and Official Attorney:  Shuck made Motion 08-12-10:148 to make the following designations for 2009:  Bank West as the Official Depository, Kadoka Press as the Official Newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as the Official Attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water:  Work has begun on a 5 year plan for the water department.  The building is complete at the water tower.  
B.  Streets:  The State of SD has a single axle snowplow/sander truck which will be available for purchase and they have offered to sell this truck to the City.  This would serve as a replacement for the old yellow Ford truck.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 08-12-10:149 to authorize Solon to try and obtain this truck from the State of SD.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.  
C.  Solid Waste:  Information is being collected from other cities and will be compiled and presented at the year-end meeting.  
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke will be held at the Bar on December 26, 2008; the computer needs to be replaced; West Bound will be playing for a dance at the Bar on January 17, 2009 and the cost will be $500.00; and finally, the year-end inventory will be completed on January 1, 2009. 
Horizons Update:  At the meeting held on December 3, 2008, the top three projects were selected.  These include in order:  Clean Up Kadoka; Economic Development; and Promote Kadoka.  The top project selected is Clean Up Kadoka and the committees will begin work in January.  The City Council will be updated on the committee progress. 
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The cheerleaders want to paint the cheerleaders room and the consensus of the council was to allow them to proceed.  There is something scheduled in the auditorium every day from now until the end of basketball season.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The year end council meeting was scheduled for Monday, December 29, 2008 at 5:00 p.m.  Agenda items must be turned into the Finance Office by Tuesday, December 23, 2008.  
Prang made Motion 08-12-10:150 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
