KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 13, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley and Kieth Prang.  Members absent: Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Ronda Dennis; Nathan Riggins; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; Rusty Olney; Tom Parquet; Mary Parquet; Mike Struble; and Gary Fredrickson.  Council member Andrea MacFeat arrived at the meeting at 7:03 pm.  Forrest Davis arrived at the meeting at 7:07 p.m.  
Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:99 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of August 9, 2010 and the special meeting of August 25, 2010.The motion was seconded by Word, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:100 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; MacFeat-abstain; Word-yes.  The motion carried 4-0-1.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:101 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  The first reading of the 2011 Appropriation Ordinance 2011-A was held.  A special meeting was previously scheduled for 7:00 pm on Monday, September 20, 2010, for the second reading of the budget ordinance.   
B.  The first reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2010-SA1 was held.  A special meeting was previously scheduled for 7:00 pm on Monday, September 20, 2010, for the second reading of the supplemental budget ordinance.  
C.  Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development:  JoBeth Uhlir and Rusty Olney were present to discuss obtaining the section of city owned land located on the north side of the sports complex.  Included in this section of land, is a parcel owned by Jackson County, whose commissioners have already voted not to give their section of land to the Economic Development Corporation.  Also, located on the east side of the section of land that they are requesting, is the Kadoka Trap Club.  Both Mr. Olney and Mrs. Uhlir assured both the members of the city council and members of the trap club, several of whom were present at the meeting that they would not be seeking possession of any land currently occupied by the trap club.  Further, they assured all present that they would not do anything to impede access in or out of the trap club.  Any business that might wish to build in this location would be required to agree to the presence of the trap club and could never deny members’ access to the club.  Further discussion revealed that a new water line would have to be installed to the property.  It will be more difficult to install a sewer line, and would require a lift station.  At the conclusion of the discussion, MacFeat made Motion 10-09-13:102 stating that it is the council’s intent at this time to make this site available to the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation for purposes of business development.  This land will not be deeded to the corporation, but will be kept in the City’s name.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.     
D.  Bank West Insurance:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to the previous year’s premium.  The premium for 2011 will decrease approximately $1,171.00.  Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:103 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
E.  Building Permit/Tim Huffman:  A building permit was presented from Tim Huffman.  After review, MacFeat made Motion 10-09-13:104 to approve the permit as presented.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
F.  Landfill Inspection Report:  A copy of the report from the recent inspection at the city’s landfill was presented to the council for their review.  Several improvements must be made to bring the landfill into compliance and a written response to the report must be made by September 27, 2010.  Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:105 to authorize Mayor Weller, council member Kieth Prang and city employees, Patrick Solon and Nathan Riggins to prepare a response to the report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  Two water leaks have been repaired.  The lagoon inspection was held the previous week.    
B.  Streets:  Solon stated that he had received the hot mix asphalt previously approved by the council, but that the amount had not yet been billed to the city.  He asked for approval to purchase additional hot mix asphalt from the same supplier, if there is sufficient quantity.  After discussion, Prang made Motion 10-09-13:106 to authorize the purchase of up to 25 additional tons of hot mix asphalt.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-no; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.    
C.  Solid Waste:  Information was previously discussed under the landfill inspection report.
D.  Liquor:  no report  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The auditorium is busy with scheduled school activities.  The pool will soon be winterized.
F.  Public Safety:  no report 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  West Central Electric will be holding their annual meeting on Wednesday, October 6, 2010 and it will be held here in Kadoka, beginning at 5:00 pm.  The city has been awarded the Community Development Block Grant to assist the Kadoka Nursing Home install a fire sprinkler system.  
Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:107 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the council, along with Finance Officer, Patty Ulmen and employees, Patrick Solon, Nathan Riggins and Jackie Stilwell went into executive session at 8:49 p.m.

The council was declared out of executive session at 9:19 p.m.
Shuck made Motion 10-09-13:108 to offer the position of part time transfer station/landfill employee (up to 19 hours per week) to James Buskirk at a salary of $7.25/hour, with a 90 day probationary period.  This position will be under the supervision of Patrick Solon.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  After further discussion was held, Shuck withdrew his original motion and made Motion 10-09-13:109 to offer the position to James Buskirk at a salary of $8.00/hour, with a 90 day probationary period.  The position will be under the supervision of Patrick Solon.  The amended motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; MacFeat-no; Word-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.  
 Prang made Motion 10-09-13:110 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word.  Council members Prang, Word, Shuck and Stolley voted yes and council member MacFeat voted no.  On a 4-1 vote, the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
