KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

MAY 12, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Dick Stolley and Kieth Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Joe Handrahan; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; and Billie Jo Eisenbraun.  Jeff Schofield arrived at 7:02 p.m.; Kelly O’Connell arrived at 7:25 p.m.; and Nathan Riggins arrived at 7:55 p.m. 
Shuck made Motion 10-05-12:56 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of May 3, 2010.The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 10-05-12:57 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 10-05-12:58 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

Auditorium Roof Project:  Sealed bids for the auditorium roof project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids received were from Joe Handrahan and JS Construction.  The bid from Joe Handrahan was in the amount of $45,755.17, with two options which would affect the overall cost.  Option A was for the use of 4” gold zinc screws, which would deduct $1,058.30 from the bid amount; and, Option B was for the use of 1”x2”x100’ univent material which would deduct $343.82 from the bid amount.  The bid from JS Construction was in the amount of $41,792.18.  After review of each bid, Shuck made Motion 10-05-12:59 to accept the bid as presented by JS Construction.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation:  JoBeth Uhlir stated that the site near the airport which was discussed at the April meeting can be used for business development.  The City will not deed the land to the Economic Development Corporation, but rather will keep it in the City’s name.  MacFeat made Motion 10-05-12:60 to issue a letter of intent to make the property available for purposes of business development.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Committee Assignments by Mayor:  The Mayor deferred the assignment of council members to committees until the June meeting.  
B.  Special Events Liquor License:  The Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department requested a special events liquor license for Friday, June 25, 2010 and Saturday, June 26, 2010.  This is for reunion weekend and the Ambulance will sponsor a dance on Friday night and the Volunteer Fire Department will sponsor a dance on Saturday night.  Shuck made Motion 10-05-12:61 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  
C.  Wrestling Club/Fireworks Sales Request:  The AAU wrestling club submitted a request to sell fireworks during the week of June 27, 2010 through July 4, 2010.  Word made Motion 10-05-12:62 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.   
D.  Annual Generator Maintenance Agreement:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 10-05-12:63 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  
E.  CSDED/Water Development District Funding:  Information was presented related to funding available to assist with engineering costs for water and sewer projects.  No action was taken.
Kelly O’Connell was present and addressed the council with concerns about the condition of the City’s gravel streets.  He questioned the amount of money that has been spent on gravel and rock and the fact that the roads are still in very poor condition.  He stated that it was his opinion that the City needed to seek advice from someone, such as an engineer, who was knowledgeable about the maintenance of gravel roads.  More discussion about the condition of the roads will be held under council reports.   
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A fire hydrant located on Maple Street is leaking and will need to be replaced.  The cost will be approximately $5,000.00 to $6,000.00.  The manhole cover on Locust Street will be repaired as soon as possible. 
B.  Streets:  MacFeat stated that the current gravel had been tested and was also being used by the county.  The rock will not be charged to the City.  However, she also stated that this was information, not an excuse.  Much discussion was held about possible solutions.  Shuck once again stated that he believes that the City should seek the advice of someone with street experience for insight as to how the City should proceed in repairing the streets.  After much discussion, it was decided that Mayor Weller should contact Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates for their input; Patrick Solon will contact someone in the State for additional advice.
C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
D.  Liquor:  no report  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Work on the kiddie pool will begin as soon as it dries up to allow a backhoe access to the affected area.  The work will only take approximately two or three days.
F.  Public Safety: The monthly report was distributed.  
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor will contact Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates regarding streets.  
Prang made Motion 10-05-12:64 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:36 p.m.
