REGULAR MEETING

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Patrick Solon and JoBeth Uhlir.  Rusty Olney arrived at 7:03pm.
Additions to the agenda:  combine municipal election with school board election was added under new business.
Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:01 to approve the minutes of the special meeting of December 29, 2008.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 09-01-12:02 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of December was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:03 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Close Out Entries for 2008:  A number of transfers of funds were required to meet audit requirements and to eliminate fund deficits.  Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:04 to transfer a total of $2,031.66 from the general fund’s contingency fund into the following departments within the general fund:  $675.59 to Department 42420 (Auditor/Clerk Finance Officer) and $1,356.07 to Department 42200 (Fire Department).  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:05 to transfer $15,000.00 from the general fund into the water fund to offset the fund’s deficit.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Jorgensen made Motion 09-01-12:06 to transfer $40,625.96 from the liquor fund into the solid waste fund to offset the fund’s deficit.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.     
B.  2009 Salaries:  Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:07 to adopt the salaries for 2009 as previously established by the council.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion carried 5-1.  The salaries for 2009 are as follows:  Mayor-$1,320.00/year; Councilmembers-$1,200.00/year; Forrest Davis, Police Chief-$30,657.34/year; Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer-$25,214.40/year; JoBeth Uhlir, Bar Manager-$25,461.60/year; Patrick Solon-$12.33/hour; Billie Jo Eisenbraun-$13.35/hour; Nathan Riggins-$9.84/hour; Jackie Stilwell-$10.04/hour; William Stone-$10.82/hour; Nicole Brown-$9.22/hour; Debbie Antonsen-$7.75/hour; and Tina Williams-$7.00/hour.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Economic Development:  JoBeth Uhlir, who was recently hired by the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation to serve as their Director of Operations read a letter from Gene Christensen, who is the Board President.  The letter was a request for funds from the City to assist with funding for their Corporation.  Andrea MacFeat is a voting member for this corporation, and thus abstained from participating in any discussion or vote.  Because no funds were budgeted for this request in 2009, Stolley made Motion 09-01-12:08 to authorize a Special Appropriation in the amount of $10,000.00 for funds to be given to the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation, with the funding to be taken from the City’s general fund unreserved fund balance.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-abstain; and Jorgensen-yes.  The motion carried 5-0-1.  The Special Appropriation Ordinance will be prepared and presented for its first reading at the February meeting.
B.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 14, 2009.  Shuck made Motion 09-01-12:09 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water:  A fire hydrant located at the Gateway Apartments was replaced.  
B.  Streets:  Will get quotes for repairs to the roof of the shop.        

C.  Solid Waste:  No report.
D.  Liquor:  No report.  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  No report.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Two items were presented under the mayor’s report.  Information for accident prevention training was presented.  Dinner with Legislator’s in Pierre will be held on February 3, 2009; anyone interested in attending should contact the finance officer. 
Prang made Motion 09-01-12:10 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
