REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 9, 2009

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Susan Jordan, Nathan Riggins, Jackie Stilwell, Marlene Knutson, Seth Hyberger, Patrick Solon and Ronda Dennis.  Forrest Davis arrived at 7:04 p.m. and Jackie Herber arrived at 7:24 p.m.
There were no additions to the agenda.
Jorgensen made Motion 09-03-09:16 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 9, 2009 and the special meeting of February 17, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 09-03-09:17 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of February was distributed.  After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 09-03-09:18 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Susan Jordan:  Susan Jordan presented a video to the council which was shot on February 9, 2009 during a rain storm and showed the water drainage on all sides of her property, primarily in the alley on the west side.  She stated that water drains down from Maple Street and down the alley by the Nursing home onto her property and would like some relief provided by the city.  The council stated that they would continue to look into the drainage issue.
B.  Central South Dakota Enhancement District:  Marlene Knutson and Seth Hyberger were present and addressed the council.  Marlene gave an overview of the services provided to cities and counties by the Central SD Enhancement District.  Dues to belong are based upon population and the annual dues for Kadoka would be $750.00.  She informed the council of what services are provided with the payment of dues and what services would be assessed additional charges.  Upon conclusion of her presentation, the council thanked her for addressing the council.  No action was taken.
C.  Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA1:  The second reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2009-SA1 was held.  Prang made Motion 09-03-09:19 to adopt the ordinance as presented.  The motion was seconded by Word.  After further discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Shuck-no; Word-yes; Jorgensen-no; MacFeat-abstain.  The motion failed on a 3-2-1 vote.  
D.  2008 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2008 was presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 09-03-09:20 to approve the annual report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
E.  Horizons Clean Up Committee:  Stolley addressed the council on behalf of the committee.  They have scheduled a clean-up week in May (May 9 through May 16).  The council agreed to allow residents to use the rubble site for no charge during this week.  However, tires will not be accepted free; the current charge will be assessed.  A request to allow city employees to assist residents with disposal of their items was discussed and the consensus of the council was to allow this, but within reason
F.  Bids for Asphalt and Chip/Seal:  Ads to obtain bids for two street projects were presented and reviewed.  One project will be to asphalt the streets on the north and south sides of the school and the second project will be to chip/seal 9th avenue (the truck route).  The ads will be published during April and the bids will be opened at the May 4, 2009 meeting.  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A water leak was repaired by the Sundowner Motel.  The leak was in a 2 inch service line.  The curb stop was also replaced.  
B.  Streets:  The cost to survey the road discussed at the February meeting will be $80.00 per hour and the project could take 2-3 days.  Solon was requested to contact other survey firms for quotes.        

C.  Solid Waste:  No report.
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke will be held at the bar on April 11, 2009.  Hildebrand Concrete is planning to start on the sidewalk replacement on the east and south sides of the bar in early spring.  Estimated cost of the project is $10,000.00. 
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Ads for summer positions were discussed.  The ads will be published in the Kadoka Press for three weeks beginning March 19.  In addition, the suggestion was made to lease the concession stand for the upcoming boys/girls baseball season.  The consensus of the council was to pursue this option.  Information will be obtained from other cities that lease their concessions and the information will be presented to the committee for approval.  Chairs for the auditorium will be purchased through Hogen’s Hardware at an approximate cost of $1,188.00 for 52 chairs.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The SDML District meeting will be held in Murdo on April 23, 2009.  All individuals wishing to attend should notify the finance officer by April 8, 2009 so that the registration form can be sent to the municipal league.  Mayor Weller also discussed conversations he has had with individuals on the south side of the city regarding curb/gutter.    
Prang made Motion 09-03-09:21 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:17 p.m.
