KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 10, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Kieth Prang, Dick Stolley, and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Forrest Davis, Nathan Riggins, and JoBeth Uhlir.  
Shuck made Motion 09-08-10:79 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 13, 2009 and the special meeting of July 27, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
Outstanding Bills from July:

A.  The outstanding bill for Pool & Spa Center is in the amount of $1,294.83.  The questionable items are 3 buckets of chlorine, which is incompatible with our system.  Pool and Spa Center was contacted and we will be able to return the 3 buckets of incorrect chlorine ($124.95/bucket).  Shuck made Motion 09-08-10:80 to pay Pool & Spa Center $919.98, (outstanding balance, less $374.85 for merchandise to be returned).  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
B.  Rich Hildebrand was present to discuss the outstanding bill for Hildebrand Steel & Concrete in the amount of $8,688.77 for concrete work done at the bar.  MacFeat declared a conflict of interest, but did not leave the meeting.  There were two areas of concern discussed at the July meeting.  One item related to repairs to be completed on the south side of the bar which were a result of damage done while removing the old sidewalk.  These repairs were not done by the July meeting, but have since been completed.  There was discussion about the wall, as there were water leaks on that side during a heavy rain the previous week.  However, it was the consensus of the council that the leakage was not caused by the damage to the wall.  The second item of concern was the patched concrete on the east sidewalk.  Rich stated that he would guarantee that the patch would hold and there would not be any subsequent damage to the newly poured sidewalk.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 09-08-10:81 to pay the outstanding bill to Hildebrand Steel & Concrete.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Word-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-abstain.  The motion carried 5-0-1.  
The remaining bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 09-08-10:82 to approve the remaining bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 09-08-10:83 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  SPN/Drainage Plan:  MacFeat stated that she would like to proceed with Parts A, B, and C of the drainage proposal as submitted by SPN.  MacFeat made Motion 09-08-10:84 to approve Parts A, B, and C of SPN’s proposal.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  Further discussion was held.  This drainage study would be conducted in the southwest section of Kadoka (south of Hickory Street and east of 5th Street).  The engineering cost associated with this study would be $28,000.00, to be paid from the street department budget during this year.  Shuck stated that he believed that letters should be sent to landowners in this part of town to assist in assessing the needs, if any, of the residents.  He further stated that he thought these letters should be completed, prior to approving the proposal as submitted by SPN.  MacFeat stated that the study was needed because of drainage issues and water standing on the roads in this area.  Upon the conclusion of the discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes; Shuck-no.  The motion carried 5-1.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Second Draft of 2010 Budget:  The second draft of the 2010 budget was presented.  Mayor Weller requested that the council reconsider budgeting funds for the following items:  funds to be allocated to Jackson County to assist with 911 funding; and, funds for a third fire siren to be located on the east side of Kadoka.  The council declined to budget funds for either item.  The final budget proposal will be presented at the September meeting for approval. 
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  A report which compared the city’s water rates to rates charged by surrounding communities was distributed.  Council members were requested to review the information prior to the September meeting.       
B.  Streets:  No report on streets was given.  MacFeat stated that she was contacted regarding a sign for Kadoka to be erected on the city’s east side and the possibility of the City leasing the land for the sign.  However, KCBA is already pursuing the placement of this sign and will discuss it at their next meeting (August 13, 2009).   
C.  Solid Waste:  Some of the tires from the landfill were picked up by New Deal Tire.  They will pick up the remainder of the tires on their next trip to Kadoka.  
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke will be held on September 4, 2009 and poker will begin on September 14, 2009.  
E.  Auditorium/Park: The auditorium maintenance has been completed.  Practice is scheduled to begin on August 17, 2009.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  No report from the mayor was given.

Executive Session:  Shuck made Motion 09-08-10:85 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  All members voted yes and the council went into executive session at 8:09 p.m.

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  JoBeth Uhlir remained in executive session until 8:14 p.m. and at that time she left the meeting.  The remainder of the meeting minutes was recorded by the council president.

The council was declared out of executive session at 8:34 p.m.
Word made Motion 09-08-10:86 to give all salaried and full time employees a 3% raise in pay, effective January 1, 2010.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-no; Jorgensen-no; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes; Shuck-yes; Prang-yes.  The motion carried 4-2.

MacFeat made Motion 09-08-10:87 to give the part time hourly employees a .70/hour raise in pay, effective January 1, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Word.  After discussion, MacFeat amended her motion to name Debbie Antonsen and Tina Williams in her original motion.  The amended motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0. 
Jorgensen made Motion 09-08-10:88 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-no; Word-yes.  The motion carried 5-1 and the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
