KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
DECEMBER 14, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Due to the absence of Mayor Weller, the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council was called to order by Council President, Colby Shuck at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Brad Jorgensen, Dick Stolley, Kieth Prang, and Andrea MacFeat.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Nathan Riggins, JoBeth Uhlir, Patrick Solon and Grant Patterson.  Mike Antonsen arrived at the meeting at 7:05 p.m.
Jorgensen made Motion 09-12-14:116 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 9, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 09-12-14:117 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  During discussion, Jorgensen questioned the difference in the bill submitted by Joe Handrahan for the labor on the roof at the shop and the amount stated in the minutes from the November 9, 2009 meeting.  A review determined that the amount was stated incorrectly in the minutes and that a correction to the November 9, 2009 meeting minutes will be made.  A roll call vote was taken on the bills submitted with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 09-12-14:118 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Grant Patterson:  Grant Patterson was present and addressed the council regarding a recent building permit for his daughter, Melissa Patterson, which was submitted for approval at the October meeting.  The permit was originally denied and he wanted to know the reasons for the denial.  It was stated by MacFeat that she wanted the attorney to review the permit to ensure that it complied with city ordinances (the attorney’s opinion was that it was in compliance).  Mr. Patterson questioned when, if ever, had a building permit been denied.  He also raised the issue of the 5% beer tax which all malt beverage license holders are required to pay.  He stated that he was not opposed to paying this 5% tax; however, he stated that MacFeat had invited him to attend a previous meeting (August, 2008) to discuss the issue because she did not believe that businesses should pay this 5%.  He stated that he believed that this position was not in the best interest of the city and the taxpayers.  He further stated his belief that a seat on the council should not be used to further personal issues.  He then thanked the council for allowing him to address them with his concerns, and he left the meeting. 

B.  Quote for Unleaded Gasoline:  There were no bids received for providing unleaded gasoline to the city for 2010.  Midwest Cooperatives stated that they would continue to provide unleaded gasoline to the city in 2010 at the current rate of .05 (5 cents) below current truck delivery price.  Word made Motion 09-12-14:119 to accept the quote from Midwest Cooperatives.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.     
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2010 Solid Waste Transportation:  Shad’s Towing submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $440.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise about $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $5.00/trip for each .05/gallon increase in fuel price.  MacFeat made Motion 09-12-14:120 to accept the bid as submitted by Shad’s Towing.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; MacFeat- yes; Word-yes; Shuck-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.  

B.  Mike Antonsen:  Mike Antonsen was present and asked the council if the city would not pile snow plowed from the street on his yard.  The council stated that it would not be a problem to put the plowed snow elsewhere.
C.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2010:  Jorgensen made Motion 09-12-14:121 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as the official newspaper and Alvin Pahlke as the official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  No report was given.  
B.  Streets:  The blade is currently being repaired and is not available for clearing the streets. 
C.  Solid Waste:  Jorgensen stated that there is an on-going problem with household waste being put in the lumber pile in the landfill instead of being weighed and put in the trailer.  Also, he stated that Ricer Co. in Rapid City will pay $50.00/ton for our scrap iron.  
D.  Liquor:  There will be karaoke at the bar on December 26.  We will begin to look into an exhaust system for the bar.  JoBeth Uhlir stated that she would like permission to purchase 2 new televisions (50”) for the bar.  After discussion, Word made Motion 09-12-14:122 to purchase 2 50” television sets for the bar, with a limit of $1,600.00 for the total purchase price.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken:  Prang-no; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes; Shuck-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.  Stolley made Motion 09-12-14:123 to approve the purchase of mounting brackets for each new television.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken:  Prang-no; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes; Shuck-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.    
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The auditorium is very busy with many events scheduled.      
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Prang stated that he attended a meeting of the Jackson County Commissioners where it was reported that the State has increased the annual fee for the teletype machine to approximately $4,000.00.  They were requesting assistance from the city to offset this cost.  Jorgensen stated that all residents of Kadoka pay taxes to the county and questioned additional charges.  However, the council was reminded that the city police department has an office in the court house and no rent is paid and that the city police chief uses the teletype machine.  After discussion was completed, Prang made Motion 09-12-14:124 to commit $2,000.00 toward that annual cost of the teletype machine in 2010.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  There was no mayor’s report.

A special year-end meeting was scheduled for Monday, December 28, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.  
Prang made Motion 09-12-14:125 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word.  All members voted yes and the motion carried 6-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
