KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 9, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley and Kieth Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Ronda Dennis; Forrest Davis; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; Alvin Pahlke; and Belinda Mitchell.  Council member Andrea MacFeat arrived at the meeting at 7:03 pm. and council member Brad Jorgensen arrived at the meeting at 7:38 p.m.  
Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:87 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 12, 2010 and the special meeting of August 2, 2010.The motion was seconded by Word, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:88 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of July was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:89 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  MacFeat-abstain; Shuck-yes; Word-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes. The motion carried 4-0-1.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Horizons:  Belinda Mitchell was present and addressed the council on behalf of the Horizons program.  They have now met all of the requirements and have received their grant funding ($10,000.00).  Belinda was requesting that the City establish a custodial account for the Horizons organization to be used solely for payments on behalf of the group.  Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:90 to authorize the request on behalf of the Horizons organization.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  
B.  A proposed employment advertisement for the part time position of transfer station employee was reviewed.  In addition, a proposal for new hours of operation at the transfer station/landfill was submitted for review.  After discussion, MacFeat made Motion 10-08-09:91 to approve the employment advertisement as presented for a part time employee.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:92 to approve the new hours of operation as submitted for the transfer station/landfill, with the change to become effective September 1, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  2011 Budget:  Mayor Weller presented a request for the addition of $1,500.00 to be used as part of a matching grant to be used for improvement at the baseball fields.  After discussion, it was the consensus of the council to include this addition in the proposed 2011 budget.

A special meeting was scheduled for August 25, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of reviewing applications for the transfer station employee position.  Also to be included on the agenda will be a review of the final draft of the 2011 budget.         
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report  
B.  Streets:  The hot mix asphalt should be delivered this week.  
C.  Solid Waste: The annual inspection will be held on August 11, 2010  
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke planned for August 21, 2010; however, during discussion it was discovered that this date conflicts with “Relay for Life”.  JoBeth was instructed to contact Kreekside Karaoke to see if it can be changed to August 20, 2010; otherwise, it will have to be cancelled.  Stolley made Motion 10-08-09:93 to authorize payment of $400.00 to Kreekside Karaoke, contingent on the date being changed to August 20, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The auditorium floor is done and the auditorium is scheduled to reopen in time for the beginning of sports practices on August 16, 2010.    
F.  Public Safety: The monthly report was distributed.  
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The plat submitted by Thesa Ireland at the prior regular council meeting was reviewed.  After discussion, MacFeat made Motion 10-08-09:94 to approve the plat as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  The mayor again asked that all employee evaluations be completed as soon as possible.

Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 10-08-09:95 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the council and JoBeth Uhlir went into executive session at 8:08 p.m.

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  The remainder of the meeting minutes was recorded by the council president.

The council was declared out of executive session at 8:18 p.m.  No action taken

MacFeat made Motion 10-08-09:96 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:19 p.m.
