KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 13, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Kieth Prang, and Dick Stolley.   Members absent:  Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Larry Dolezal, Seth Hyberger, Rich Hildebrand, Patrick Solon, Tom Terkildsen, Nathan Riggins and Forrest Davis.

Shuck made Motion 09-10-13:98 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of September 14, 2009 and the special meeting of September 23, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 09-10-13:99 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of September was distributed.  After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 09-10-13:100 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Water Line/Nursing Home Sprinkler System:  Larry Dolezal and Tom Terkildsen were present and addressed the council regarding the need for the installation of a sprinkler system at the nursing home.  It is mandated by the Federal Government that all nursing homes install a sprinkler system by 2013.  The Nursing Home Board is actively seeking funding sources to cover the approx. $200,000.00 cost.  They informed the council that a 6 inch dedicated water line is required to operate the sprinkler system.  They have preliminary plans for this water line and will provide the exact specifications for installation to the council at a future meeting.  
B.  Roof at Shop:  Two quotes for materials were presented to the council prior to the meeting.  An additional materials quote was distributed during the meeting.  Also two sealed quotes for labor on the installation of the roof had been received.  However, due to the additional materials quote that was received at the meeting and the fact that the contractors had not had the opportunity to review it, this item was tabled until the November meeting.  Solon was instructed to obtain additional materials information and make that information available to the contractors so that they would have an opportunity to adjust their labor quotes accordingly.  
C.   Building Permit - Melissa Huber/Grant Patterson:  A building permit application for a proposed addition to the residence of Melissa Huber was reviewed by the council.  MacFeat cited Chapter 16, Article VI, Sections 1, 2 and 3 related to Highway Zoning.  Stolley made Motion 09-10-13:101 to approve the building permit application.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-yes; Prang-yes; Shuck-no; Word-yes; MacFeat-no.  The motion failed 3-2.  Additional discussion was held.  MacFeat made Motion 09-10-13:102 to approve the building permit, pending review and approval by the city attorney.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-no; Prang-yes; Shuck-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.
Rich Hildebrand was present and addressed the council regarding three matters:  concrete pan installed at the school has some asphalt in it; drainage near his home; and gravel on the street near the intersection of Sycamore Street and 6th Avenue.  No action was taken.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The information requested by MacFeat at the previous month’s meeting which would illustrate projected revenue if the water rates were increased as recommended by Shuck was reviewed.  The information presented showed that the deficit would be nearly cut in half if the rate increase was adopted.  MacFeat also presented some information she had compiled related to water rates.  Shuck made Motion 09-10-13:103 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2010 as follows:  $12.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $3.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $14.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $3.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken:  Word-yes; Stolley-no; Prang-yes; Shuck-yes; MacFeat-no.  The motion failed 3-2.  After the vote, Shuck stated that the council members who voted against the motion should bring their recommendations for reducing the deficit in the water fund to the next meeting for discussion.  
B.  Streets:  No report. 
C.  Solid Waste:  No report.  
D.  Liquor:  There will be a Halloween Party and Dance held at the bar on October 30, 2009; and a pool tournament will be held on October 31, 2009.  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The leak in the kiddie pool is in the jets.  The repairs will not be as extensive or expensive as first thought.  This project will be undertaken in the spring.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor discussed the number of junk vehicles around the city and the need to remove them.  There is an ordinance on file related to the removal of these vehicles.    
Prang made Motion 09-10-13:104 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word.  All members voted yes and the motion carried 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:03 p.m.
