KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 13, 2009
7:05 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:05 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Alvin Pahlke, Roger Jensen, Jackie Stilwell, Nathan Riggins, Patrick Solon, JoBeth Uhlir, Tony Gould and Ronda Dennis.  
Additions to agenda:  moving permit for Roger & Nancy Jensen was added after item 3; and, Tony Gould will be included with item C under Old Business.

Shuck made Motion 09-04-13:25 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 9, 2009 and the Board of Equalization meeting of March 16, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Jorgensen made Motion 09-04-13:26 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of March was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 09-04-13:27 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

Moving Permit:  A moving permit from Roger and Nancy Jensen was submitted to the council for approval.  After discussion, it was determined that the land has not been platted; therefore, the land must first be platted and submitted to both the city and county for approval prior to any further action by the council.  Once the land has been platted and is approved, the moving permit can be resubmitted to the council for approval.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Economic Development:  Word requested that the council reconsider the authorization of a supplemental appropriation ordinance with the proceeds being given to the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation.  Supplemental appropriation ordinance 2009-SA1 was defeated at the council meeting held March 9, 2009.  The attorney advised the council that because the previous ordinance was defeated, the process must begin again.  After further discussion, Word made Motion 09-04-13:28 to authorize a Special Appropriation in the amount of $10,000.00 for funds to be given to the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation, with the funding to be taken from the City’s general fund reserve fund balance.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-yes; Prang-yes; Jorgensen-no; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.  The Special Appropriation Ordinance will be prepared and presented for its first reading at the May 4, 2009 meeting. 
B.  Central South Dakota Enhancement District:  As discussed at the previous month’s meeting, the annual dues for the Central SD Enhancement District are $750.00.  Shuck made Motion 09-04-13:29 to join the Enhancement District.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-yes; Prang-yes; Jorgensen-no; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.
C.   Drainage:  Tony Gould was present on behalf of a group of homeowners who are interested in installing curb and gutter in their neighborhoods.  51% of the homeowners in an area must approve, before any project can continue.  This is all based upon the linear footage of the property and the cost to the homeowner at this time would be approximately $18.00 per linear foot.  However, prior to the installation of any curb and gutter, the drainage issue must be resolved.  A proposed contract from Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates (engineering firm) was presented.  The base rate included in the contract was $4,000.00, plus all other associated costs, such as mileage, overnight rooms, and a per hour fee.  Word made Motion 09-04-13:30 to authorize the signing of the contract as presented.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  After further discussion, Word rescinded her motion.  The consensus of the council was that further information was required.  Shuck, Stolley and MacFeat will meet again with Solon and Riggins and report back to the council.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Tri County Drug and Alcohol Program:  Kadoka will be the host for this year’s program.  It will be held on April 29, 2009, with Wall, Philip and Kadoka schools participating.  The council gave permission to close the street in front of the auditorium (Chestnut) if needed.

B.  Annual Generator Maintenance Agreement:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 09-04-13:31 to approve the contract.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
C.  Sports Complex Agreement:  The school’s auditor recommended that the current Sports Complex Agreement be dissolved, due to the fact that it does not meet federal guidelines.  The school took action to dissolve the agreement at their monthly board meeting held on April 8, 2009.  The current committee structure would continue, with members from the school board, city council, and community remaining in place.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 09-04-13:32 to dissolve the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The sewer jet is in Rapid City being repaired.  The sewer lift station by the sports complex will be repaired as soon as replacement parts are received. 
B.  Streets:  Work on culverts will begin soon, when the ground is dry enough.  
C.  Solid Waste:  No report.
D.  Liquor:  Inventory was completed as of March 31, 2009.  There will be a dance at the bar on May 15, 2009.  April 28th will be JoBeth’s last day before beginning maternity leave.  She will work one day a week after the baby arrives.  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The new chairs (52) for the auditorium have been purchased and received.  There has been vandalism in the park over the winter months, and the damage will need to be repaired in the near future.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  No report.
Executive Session:  Shuck made Motion 09-04-13:33 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  All members voted yes and the council went into executive session at 8:41 p.m.

The council was declared out of executive session at 9:11 p.m.
Word made Motion 09-04-13:34 to hire Whitney Antonsen as the swimming pool manager, with the understanding that she can work through the season; and, that the manager and committee would interview and make recommendations for the remainder of the pool employees.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Word made Motion 09-04-13:35 to pay Whitney Antonsen a salary of $9.00 per hour.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Stolley made Motion 09-04-13:36 to hire Candice Buchholz and Neil Graupmann as summer workers at a salary of $7.25 per hour.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

Word made Motion 09-04-13:37 to hire Jody Sudbeck as the boy’s baseball coach at a salary of $1,650.00 for the season.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-yes; Prang-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Stolley-no.  The motion carried 5-1.

Stolley made Motion 09-04-13:38 to pay Jody Sudbeck mileage at state rate for away games.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-no; Prang-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.   
Word made Motion 09-04-13:39 to hire Cliff Stone for the position of field maintenance worker at a salary of $1,000.00 for the season.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

The position of girl’s soft ball coach and the concession stand lease will be advertised again.
MacFeat made Motion 09-04-13:40 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
