REGULAR MEETING

MAY 11, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Jackie Stilwell, Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Patrick Solon, Roger Jensen, Donna Enders, Curtis Anderson, Arla Patterson, and Dena Buchholz.
Word made Motion 09-05-11:51 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 11, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 09-05-11:52 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of April was distributed.  After a review of the information, Jorgensen made Motion 09-05-11:53 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

Mayor Weller amended the order of the agenda so that the first item considered under old business would be the basketball tournament.
A.  Basketball Tournament/Donna Enders:  A group of individuals were present, and Donna Enders was designated to act as spokesperson.  This group sponsored a basketball tournament for 4th through 8th grade students and invited teams from surrounding towns to participate.  The event was held April 17 and 18.  The group was present to request that the $100.00 auditorium use fee be waived.  After further discussion, MacFeat made Motion 09-05-11:54 to waive the fee.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  There was further discussion related to the fact that the teams were all charged a fee to participate and also an admission fee was charged.  Upon completion of the discussion, a roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Second Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA2:  The second reading of the proposed supplemental appropriation ordinance was held.  Word made Motion 09-05-11:55 to adopt Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA2 as presented.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes.  The motion carried 5-1. 

C.  Moving Permit:  A moving permit from Roger and Nancy Jensen was submitted to the council for approval.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 09-05-11:56 to approve the moving permit as presented.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
D.  Committee Appointments by Mayor:  The proposed committee assignments were distributed.  After discussion, the assignments were tabled until the next meeting.

E.  SPN/Drainage:  No information has yet been received for presentation.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Special Events Liquor License:  The Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department requested a special events liquor license for Friday, June 26, 2009 and Saturday, June 27, 2009.  This is for reunion weekend and the Ambulance will sponsor a dance on Friday night and the Volunteer Fire Department will sponsor a dance on Saturday night.  Word made Motion 09-05-11:57 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The water fund has been reviewed and various individuals will be contacted for assistance in making improvements in this area.  Currently we are unable to account for approximately 26% of the water we purchase from rural water and 6% unaccountability is normal.  More information will be gathered and presented to the council at a future meeting.
B.  Streets:  A survey quote of $1,250.00 from Heald Land Surveying was reviewed and the council authorized this survey.  Discussion was held on the purchase of gravel at an approximate cost of $6.00/ton delivered.  The quality of this gravel was discussed at length and no consensus was reached.
C.  Solid Waste:  Jorgensen requested that the garbage from the City Bar be weighed and the appropriate charges assessed to the liquor fund for garbage disposal.  The council agreed with this request.
D.  Liquor:  No report.
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Joyce Hicks has volunteered to run the museum again this summer.  The pool manager would like to begin work on the pool on May 15 and requested assistance from Patrick and Nathan.  The goal is to be open by Memorial week-end.  A proposal from TruGreen for the spraying of weeds at the softball fields and the park was presented.  After review, Word made Motion 09-05-11:58 to approve the proposal for three sprayings.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  A letter from the Jackson County Commissioners was discussed.  This letter related to 911 dispatch and the fees assessed. After discussion, it was the consensus of the council that more information was required and a representative from the commissioners will be invited to attend the next regular meeting.
Executive Session:  Shuck made Motion 09-05-11:59 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by Word.  All members voted yes and the council went into executive session at 8:11 p.m.

All visitors and the finance officer were excused from the meeting when the council went into executive session.  The remainder of the meeting minutes was recorded by the council president.

The council was declared out of executive session at 8:25 p.m.
Stolley made Motion 09-05-11:60 to advertise for a part time lifeguard.  The motion was seconded by Prang with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

MacFeat made Motion 09-05-11:61 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
