KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

JANUARY 11, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; and JoBeth Uhlir.  Nathan Riggins arrived at the meeting at 7:05 p.m.  
Mayor Weller opened the meeting by commending the city employees for all of their efforts in snow removal during the blizzards of the last month.  All individuals who assisted with this task were also commended. 

Shuck made Motion 10-01-11:01 to approve the minutes of the special meeting of December 28, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 10-01-11:02 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of December was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 10-01-11:03 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

There is $5,000.00 currently in reserved funds within the general fund.  The funds were originally placed in reserve status in September, 2007, and were to be used specifically for resurfacing of the track at the sports complex.  However, since that time, the Kadoka Area School District has assumed responsibility for the entire sports complex, including the track and thus they paid the cost of the resurfacing project.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 10-01-11:04 to release the funds from reserve status and place the funds back into the unreserved general fund.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Close Out Entries for 2009:  A number of transfers of funds were required to meet audit requirements and to eliminate fund deficits.  MacFeat made Motion 10-01-11:05 to transfer $518.18 from the general fund’s contingency fund into the following department within the general fund:  Department 44130 (Mosquito Spraying).  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Shuck made Motion 10-01-11:06 to transfer $40,710.91 from the general fund and $6,000.00 from the liquor fund into the water fund to offset the fund’s deficit of $46,710.91.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  Jorgensen made Motion 10-01-11:07 to transfer $34,817.06 from the liquor fund into the solid waste fund to offset the fund’s deficit.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.     
B.  2010 Salaries:  Stolley made Motion 10-01-11:08 to adopt the salaries for 2010 as previously established by the council.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.  The salaries for 2010 are as follows:  Mayor-$1,320.00/year; Councilmembers-$1,200.00/year; Forrest Davis, Police Chief-$31,577.06/year; Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer-$25,970.83/year; JoBeth Uhlir, Bar Manager-$26,225.45/year; Patrick Solon-$12.70/hour; Billie Jo Eisenbraun-$13.75/hour; Nathan Riggins-$10.14/hour; Jackie Stilwell-$10.34/hour; William Stone-$11.14/hour; Nicole Brown-$9.50/hour; Debbie Antonsen-$8.45/hour; and Tina Williams-$8.20/hour.

C.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 13, 2010.  MacFeat made Motion 10-01-11:09 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water:  No report.  
B.  Streets:  MacFeat again thanked city employees for their efforts during the recent blizzards.  She brought up the possibility of purchasing a new front-end loader (in the 2011 budget year).  Quotes will be obtained and information presented at a future meeting.  Mayor Weller inquired about obtaining flags that bolt onto fire hydrants so that the hydrants can be located if there is heavy snowfall.  Cost estimates will be presented at an upcoming meeting.          

C.  Solid Waste:  Payment ($2,762.50) was received for the scrap iron.  Jorgensen stated that he would like the city to look into city-wide garbage pick up.  This will be discussed at a future meeting.
D.  Liquor:  An employee will be resigning effective at the end of the month.  We will staff the bar with current employees and review staffing needs in the spring.  Karaoke which was scheduled for December 26, 2009, was cancelled due to weather and will be rescheduled for February, 2010.      
E.  Auditorium/Park:  No report. 
F.  Public Safety:  No report.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Two items were presented under the mayor’s report.  The first item discussed was a request to support the effort of the Municipal League’s legislation which would allow a local option for an additional penny of sales tax to be used for a specific use.  After discussion, Stolley made Motion 10-01-11:10 to support the Municipal League in their efforts regarding this legislation.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-yes; Prang-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Word-yes; MacFeat-no; Shuck-no.  The motion carried 4-2.  The second item discussed was that Kadoka will host the 2010 West Central Electric Annual Meeting.  The meeting is scheduled to be held on October 6, 2010.  
Shuck made Motion 10-01-11:11 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
