KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
SPECIAL MEETING

AUGUST 2, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the special meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, and Brad Jorgensen.  Kieth Prang arrived at the meeting at 7:05 p.m.  Members absent:  Andrea MacFeat.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Bill Stone; and Patrick Solon.

Resignation:  A letter of resignation from Bill Stone was presented to the council.  Mr. Stone addressed the council regarding his resignation.  Shuck made Motion 10-08-02:82 to accept the resignation.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.
A sample advertisement for the position of transfer station employee was reviewed.  Discussion was held on the possibility of reducing the position to a part time position, with the transfer station and landfill being open two afternoons per week, plus all day on Saturday.  After further discussion, Stolley made Motion 10-08-02:83 not to advertise this position at this time.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  Information will be obtained from surrounding communities and will be discussed at the next regular meeting to be held on August 9, 2010.
Solon addressed the council and requested permission to purchase hot mix asphalt for street repairs.  He quoted a price of $85.00/ton delivered.  After discussion, no action was taken.  At the conclusion of the review of the preliminary 2011 budget, this request was reconsidered.  After further discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 10-08-02:84 to authorize the purchase of 50 ton of hot mix asphalt at an approx. cost of $85.00/ton delivered.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

2011 Budget:  The preliminary draft of budgeted expenses for 2011 was reviewed for each department.  The second draft will be prepared and presented at the regular meeting to be held on August 9, 2010.    
Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 10-08-05:85 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the council, and Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer went into executive session at 8:24 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:44 p.m.

Stolley made Motion 10-08-02:86 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
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
