SPECIAL MEETING

JULY 30, 2008

7:00 P.M.

Mayor Weller called the special meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:15 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, Micki Word, and Andrea MacFeat.  Brad Jorgensen arrived at the meeting at 7:23 p.m.  Members absent:  Kieth Prang.    Others present:  Jackie Stilwell and Patrick Solon.

1.  Chip/Seal Project:  The proposed chip/seal project is Main Street from the Depot Museum to Highway 248, including the school parking lot.  “The Road Guy” construction company is currently in the area working on various road projects for the State of South Dakota.  Their proposal to complete the project is 18,000 square yards at a cost of  $1.175 per square yard totaling $21,150.00, plus $1,260.00 for sweeping the excess chips to the center of the street.  The total projected cost of the project as proposed by “The Road Guy” Construction Company is $22,410.00.  This amount is below the amount required to bid a project.  Two other companies were contacted for quotes and both were much higher than this quote.  After discussion, MacFeat made Motion 08-07-30:103 to hire The Road Guy Construction Company to chip seal Main Street from the Depot Museum to Highway 248.  This motion was seconded by Word.  After further discussion, MacFeat amended her motion to require a certificate of insurance and copies of their sales and use tax license.  The amended motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; MacFeat-yes; Word-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.

2.  Swimming Pool:  On July 28, 2008, three lifeguards and other individuals were in the pool swimming after the pool had closed for the night.  Several complaints were received regarding loud music.  It was determined that no one had authorized the use of the pool after hours.  Word discussed the situation with the individuals involved and the situation has been resolved.

3.  2009 Budget:  The preliminary draft of budgeted expenses for 2009 was reviewed for each department.  

Stolley made Motion 08-07-30:104 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
