Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Nathan Riggins, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Sarah MacFeat and Athena Eisenbraun.  Lonny and Carrie Johnston arrived at 7:02 p.m.  Jessica Dux, Neil Graupmann and Kevin Olney arrived at 7:05 p.m. 
There were no additions to the agenda.
Shuck made Motion 09-02-09:11 to approve the minutes of the special meeting of December 29, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 09-02-09:12 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 09-02-09:13 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA1:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2009-SA1 was held.  A special meeting will be scheduled later during this meeting for the date and time for the second reading.
B.  Operating Agreement/Club 27:  Lonny and Carrie Johnston were present and addressed the council.  They are in the process of purchasing Club 27 and were requesting to have the current operating agreement transferred to them.  Stolley made Motion 09-02-09:14 to approve the transfer of the operating agreement for Club 27 to Lonny and Carrie Johnston and to waive the transfer fee.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Junior Class:  The Prom is scheduled for April 25, 2009.  Four members of the junior class, plus their advisor were present and addressed the council.  They were requesting permission to have a vintage car from Pioneer Auto Museum brought in and placed on the auditorium floor to be used as a prop for the Prom.  The vehicle would weigh between 2,500 and 3,000 pounds; and would not contain any fluids.  Discussion was held and more information would be required prior to any decision being made; however, one condition that would be required would be a “hold harmless agreement” to cover any damage to the floor if this request is approved.  This agreement would need to be provided by the event sponsor, which would be the Kadoka Area School District.  This item will be place on the agenda for the special meeting and the date and time will be scheduled later in this meeting.     

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The pump on the sewer jet truck needs to be repaired.  The vehicle will be transported to Rapid City to Grimm’s Pump for repair.
B.  Streets:  Culverts were purchased to have on inventory for use in the future.  A contractor will be in the area working on roads and the council will be bidding the resurfacing of the roads to the north and south of the school.  The bids should be ready for the April meeting.  MacFeat requested permission to have the road on 8th and Locust surveyed.       

C.  Solid Waste:  Disposal of the tires located at the landfill is necessary.  Jorgensen located an outlet in Bismarck, ND that will bring a trailer to the landfill and then the trailer would need to be loaded by the City.  The cost for the disposal would be $250.00/ton.  No action was taken.
D.  Liquor:  No report.  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The south basket in the auditorium needs to be repaired; this will be done after the completion of the current basketball season.  New chairs are needed and were included in the current budget.  Stolley advised the council that the Horizons Clean Up Committee is planning a city-wide clean up and may come to the council at a later date to request assistance. 
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor reported that he attended a SDML meeting in Pierre.  He also raised the topic of the upcoming Alumni Weekend, to be held in June.  This item will also be place on the agenda for the upcoming special meeting.  After discussion, the special meeting will be scheduled for 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 17, 2009.  The agenda for the meeting will be posted on Friday, February 13th.  

Prang made Motion 09-02-09:15 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
