KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
SPECIAL MEETING

APRIL 6, 2010
5:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the special meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 5:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, and Kieth Prang.  Members absent:  Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Harlan Quenzer and Jeff McCormick (representatives from Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates); Ronda Dennis; Kelly O’Connell; and Patrick Solon.   Marlene Knutson (Central SD Enhancement District) arrived at 5:25 pm. and Kassie Kukal arrived at 5:55 pm.  
Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates:  Previously, the City Council authorized the firm of Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates to conduct a study related to drainage issues in the city and prepare a report on their findings.  Harlan Quenzer and Jeff McCormick were present to review the study and findings with the Council.   Their recommendation was to install a city-wide storm drainage system, with the project broken down into two phases.  Their recommendation was to fix the low lying areas located in the southwest corner of the City first (phase 1).  The cost of this phase is $1,665,000.00.  The second phase of the project was for the remainder of the City and the cost of this phase is $3,957,000.00.  Marlene Knutson from Central SD Enhancement District recommended that the City apply to be placed on the State Water Plan.  MacFeat made Motion 10-04-06:32 to authorize the Mayor to sign the application.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Further discussion was held regarding the condition of the City’s water and sewer lines.  It was the consensus of the Council that Schmucker, Paul, Nohr and Associates prepare a study of the water and sewer lines and that any action on the storm sewer system plan be delayed until this study is completed. 
Gravel/Rock Quotes:  Information was presented to the council regarding prices for gravel and rock from various suppliers.  After discussion, Solon was instructed to prepare an estimate of needs and costs and present it to the council at the regular meeting, April 12, 2010.

Bid Specifications/Auditorium Roof:  An ad to obtain bids for the installation of a steel roof on the City Auditorium was presented for approval.  After review, Jorgensen made Motion 10-04-06:33 to approve the ad for the auditorium roof.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
Shuck made Motion 10-04-06:34 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
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
