REGULAR MEETING
DECEMBER 14, 2010

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 5:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, Kieth Prang and Brad Jorgensen.  Members absent: Andrea MacFeat.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon and JoBeth Uhlir. 
Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:127 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of October 12, 2010.The motion was seconded by Word, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 10-12-14:128 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of November was distributed.  After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 10-12-14:129 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2011 Solid Waste Transportation:  Shad’s Towing submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise above $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $5.00/trip for each .05/gallon increase in fuel price.  Stolley made Motion 10-12-14:130 to accept the bid as submitted by Shad’s Towing.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2011:  Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:131 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as the official newspaper and Alvin Pahlke as the official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Banyon Data Back Up Program:  Information was presented from Banyon Data Systems regarding their off site data storage program at a cost of $129.00/year.  This storage would be for all of the financial data for the City and would be stored at Banyon’s location.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:132 to purchase the software for the off site storage program.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
D.  Economic Development/SPN Plat:  JoBeth Uhlir was present on behalf of Kadoka-Jackson Economic Development Corporation and presented a plat of the property that the city has made available to their corporation for future economic development.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:133 to accept the plat as presented.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The water line located adjacent to the Andy Hemmingson residence was repaired.  The City obtained their asbestos waiver, which is valid until 2019.      
B.  Streets:  no report  
C.  Solid Waste:  The tree limb pile at the landfill has been burned and buried.
D.  Liquor:  no report  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  no report
F.  Public Safety:  no report
G.  Mayor’s Report:  There were three items to discuss under the mayor’s report.

1. Quote for Unleaded Gasoline:  there were no bids received for providing unleaded gasoline to the city for 2011.  Midwest Cooperatives stated that they would continue to provide unleaded gasoline to the city in 2011 at the current rate of .05 (5 cents) below their cash price.  Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:134 to accept the quote from Midwest Cooperatives.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.
2. Transfer of Funds:  After a detailed review of each department and/or fund, several transfers of funds need to be made.  Shuck made Motion 10-12-14:135 to make the following transfers:  (a)  transfer funds from the contingency fund to the police department to offset the department deficit; (b) transfer remaining balance of funds from the contingency fund to the auditorium department to offset the department deficit; (c) transfer funds from the unreserved general fund balance to the auditorium department sufficient to offset remaining department deficit; (d) transfer funds sufficient to offset the water fund deficit from the liquor fund; (e) transfer funds sufficient to offset the solid waste fund deficit from the liquor fund.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
3. 2011 Salaries:  Stolley made Motion 10-12-14:136 to give a 3% raise to all city employees.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  Discussion followed, with Shuck stating that he wanted to have an executive session to discuss salaries, which would require a special meeting.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-no; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; Word-yes; Prang-no.  The motion failed on a 2 yes and 3 no vote.  Further discussion was held related to setting a date for a special meeting for further discussion on salaries.  The council was reminded that salary information was made available to them in June, prior to beginning work on the 2011 budget.  A request was made to review the salary information which was given to members previously in June.  After further discussion and review, Jorgensen made Motion 10-12-14:137 to give a 3% raise to all city employees.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Word-yes; and Shuck-no.  The motion carried 4-1. 
Prang made Motion 10-12-14:138 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
