KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

JULY 12, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, and Kieth Prang.  Members absent:  Colby Shuck and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Kent Olsen; Larry Dolezal; Jackie Stilwell; Ruby Sanftner; Marlene Knutson; Seth Hyberger; Tom Terkildsen; Ronda Dennis; Forrest Davis; Linda Stilwell; Nathan Riggins; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; and Brad Stone.  Rusty Olney arrived at 7:12 p.m.; Mark DeVries and Jody Sudbeck arrived at 7:30 p.m.
Public Hearing/Community Block Grant:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the city’s application for a community block grant, on behalf of the Kadoka Nursing Home. This grant is for the installation of a federally mandated fire sprinkler system required at the nursing home.  There were no opponents present.  Marlene Knutson from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District led the public discussion of the community block grant and the application process.  Knutson briefly discussed the CDBG program.  The total cost for the installation of the fire sprinkler system is approximately $242,000.00; with $145,000.00 being requested from the community block grant, with the matching funds secured by the Nursing Home Association from other funding sources.  

Part of the grant application is the establishment of a community development and housing needs assessment plan.  This is a plan which includes items that have been identified as potential projects for the City of Kadoka.  These projects were reviewed and prioritized by group consensus as follows:  #1 – fire sprinkler system for Kadoka Nursing Home; #2 – storm sewer drainage improvements; #3 – sewer system improvements; #4 – water distribution improvements; #5 – economic development; #6 – housing; #7 – beautification; and, #8 – recreation.  Potential ways to generically implement projects were identified.  
Upon the conclusion of the public hearing, MacFeat made Motion 10-07-12:71 to adopt Resolution 2010-1 and Resolution 2010-2.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

MacFeat made Motion 10-07-12:72 to adopt the community development housing needs assessment plan to include the prioritized projects listed above.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.  A copy of the plan is available for viewing at the city finance office.
Jorgensen made Motion 10-07-12:73 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 14, 2010.The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, MacFeat made Motion 10-07-12:74 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of June was distributed.  After a review of the information, Word made Motion 10-07-12:75 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Minnesota Twins “Fields for Kids”:  Mayor Weller explained this program which makes grant money available for renovation of ball fields.  A group of parents are interested in pursuing a grant to make some renovations to the second field.  A plan will be put together and presented to the council at a future meeting. 
B.  Economic Development:  JoBeth Uhlir addressed the council on behalf of the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation.  It has been determined that the section of land located near the airport that the council had made available to the corporation can not be used for business development, due to conditions of a grant that was obtained previously for the airport.  She stated that the development corporation would now like to discuss the possibility of utilizing the land, located to the north of the sports complex.  However, part of that land is owned by Jackson County and the area also includes the land currently used by the local trap club.  The trap club has a lease agreement with the city for the use of the property.  After discussion, it was suggested that the Mayor set up a joint meeting with representatives from the County and the Trap Club regarding this section of land.
C.  Land Plat/Ireland Subdivision:  A land plat for property located in Ireland Subdivision was presented to the council on behalf of Thesa Ireland.  After discussion with Brad Stone, Jackson County Director of Equalization, Prang made Motion 10-07-12:76 to table the request and seek advice from the city’s attorney.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  It was further stated that if this land plat is brought before the council at a future date, Mrs. Ireland should be present to answer any questions from the council.  
D.  Building Permit/OSRWSS:  A building permit was presented for approval by OSRWSS.  After review, Word made Motion 10-07-12:77 to approve the building permit.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report
B.  Streets:  no report
C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
D.  Liquor:  There will be a dance at the bar on Friday, July 23, 2010.  MacFeat made Motion 10-07-12:78 to approve payment in the amount of $600.00 for the band (Exit 32).  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The resurfacing of the auditorium floor will be done next week.  The school would like to have the window on the north side of the auditorium in the weight room removed and replaced with a door.  The council was not in favor of this request and no action was taken.
F.  Public Safety: The monthly report was distributed.  
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor reminded everyone to turn in their initial worksheets for the 2011 budget and a special budget meeting was set for Monday, August 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.  If weather is favorable, mosquito spraying will be done tomorrow (July 13).
Executive Session/Personnel:  Jorgensen made Motion 10-07-12:79 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the council, along with JoBeth Uhlir and Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer went into executive session at 8:40 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:49 p.m.

Word made Motion 10-07-12:80 to hire Ryan Willert for the position of part time bartender at a salary of $7.25 per hour.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.
MacFeat made Motion 10-07-12:81 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
