KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
OCTOBER 10, 2016
7:00 P. M.


Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kade Bonenberger; Eileen Stolley; John Word; Ryan Willert; and Cory Lurz.  Council member absent:  Lenny Sanftner.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; Jackie Stilwell; Diane Wilson; Bill Brown’ Starla Brown; Randy Metcalf; Patrick Solon; Rusty Olney; JoBeth Uhlir; Colleen Hildebrand; Rich Hildebrand; Jessi Fromm; and Robyn Jones.  Jim Brown arrived at 7:13 p.m.  Red Dawn Foster arrived during the meeting. 

The Mayor requested that the agenda be amended to move the street portion of council reports to the beginning of the meeting.  Willert made Motion 16-10-10:123 to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Stolley, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Council Reports:

A.  Streets:  At the September meeting, discussion was held on the drainage problems in the area located behind the property owned by Jim Brown.  An inspection of the problem area was done and a follow-up meeting was held with all adjacent property owners on September 26, 2016.  It was determined that the two affected property owners are Jim Brown and Randy Metcalf.  Bonenberger stated that it was his recommendation that the city goes in and remove the excess dirt and widen the channel so that water will begin to flow more than a trickle.  After this initial work is completed, it will be up to the property owners to keep it cleaned and free of obstructions.  This proposed agreement was acceptable to both owners.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-10-10:124 to proceed with Bonenberger’s recommendation to fix the drainage problem.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.   
   
Stolley made Motion 16-10-10:125 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of September 12, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-10-10:126 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 16-10-10:127 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Approve Plat/Colleen Hildebrand:  Colleen Hildebrand presented a plat for the following property:   Lot 1, Lot 2 and Lot 3 of Lot 3 of Lot I in the NE 1/4 SE 1/4 of Section 32, Township 2 South, Range 22 East of the Black Hills Meridian, Kadoka, Jackson County, South Dakota  . After review of the document, Word made Motion 16-10-10:128 to approve the plat as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
B.  Second Reading of Budget Ordinance 2017-A:  The second reading of Budget Ordinance 2017-A was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Willert made Motion 16-10-10:129 to approve Budget Ordinance 2017-A.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

C.  Economic Development:  Rusty Olney and JoBeth Uhlir were present to discuss the acquisition of a property from Jackson County and their plans to demolish the house and clean up the property for resale.  It will be necessary to hire a contractor to perform the work.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-10-10:130 to have Economic Development advertise for bids for a contractor for the project and oversee the project with the city reimbursing the cost and waive the disposal fee at the landfill.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.     

D.  Approve 2017 Dakota Care/Delta Dental Insurance:  Lurz made Motion 16-10-10:131 to approve the Dakota Care and Delta Dental insurance policies for city employee’s health and dental coverage.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0  

E.  Planning and Zoning:  Several council members stated that they had visited with residents of their respective wards and they believed that there was renewed interest in a planning and zoning ordinance.  This will be addressed as part of the review and revision to existing city ordinances.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

B. Water/Sewer:  The valve project at 5th Street and Poplar Street has been completed.         

C.  Solid Waste:  A copy of the recent inspection of the restricted use rubble site was distributed.
	
D.  Liquor:  A quote from Joe Handrahan for the initial work on the south wall of the bar was received in the amount of $1,887.00.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-10-10:132 to accept the quote.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  Two quotes were received from Budweiser on the cost of installing tap beer.  The cost of installing a 3 tap system is $916.90 and for a 4 tap system the cost is $1,107.70.  After discussion, Lurz made Motion 16-10-10:133 to install the 4 tap system in the amount of $1,107.70.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  The bar will be having a Halloween Party on October 29, 2016.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  A verbal quote from the Pool & Spa Center for installation of a new pool, similar in size to the existing pool was in the amount of $250,000.00, which does not include demolition of the existing pool nor any work on the pool house.  Additional information regarding a feasibility study was presented, with the cost of the study to be $23,500.00.  After discussion, no action was taken.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  An update of the city’s efforts to remove stray and feral cats was discussed.  
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor attended the annual SDML meeting which was held October 5, 2016 through October 7, 2016.  A special meeting will be held at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday, October 12, 2016.  This meeting will be with representatives of the Central South Dakota Enhancement District regarding the process of reviewing and revising the city’s ordinances.

Willert made Motion 16-10-10:134 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
