A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Revenue:  General Fund - $29,425.22; 3 B’s Fund - $3,344.60; Street Fund - $3.66; Liquor Fund - $38,421.13; Water Fund - $28,566.49; Sewer Fund - $2,449.44; Solid Waste Fund - $4,246.57.

Expense:  General Fund - $53,674.64; 3B’s Fund - $7,542.26; Liquor Fund - $37,525.23; Water Fund - $17,791.36; Sewer Fund - $5,564.44; Solid Waste Fund - $4,695.97.

Payroll:  Administration - $2,814.72; Streets - $2.453.39; Police - $2.844.32; Auditorium/Parks - $2.576.00; Liquor - $5.376.80; Water/Sewer – $2.021.98; Solid Waste - $964.08; Group Health/Dental - $7.731.37; Retirement - $2.024.00; Social Security/Medicare - $4.255.07.

Citizen Input:  Colby Shuck and Rebecca Shuck were present to discuss the city’s stray and feral cat problems.  They were concerned about the city’s approach to resolving the problem.  Mr. Shuck also inquired as to the city’s efforts to clean up nuisance properties.  
 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for Heating and Vehicle Fuel for 2017:  Bids were received from Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.; Midwest Cooperatives; and Discount Fuel for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment Fuel; LP Gas (propane) and Unleaded Gasoline for city vehicles.  

· Bids for #1 and #2 Diesel for Equipment are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  #1 and #2 Diesel - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  #1 Diesel - $2.14/gallon/delivered and #2 Diesel - $1.97/gallon/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

· Bids for LP Gas (propane) are as follows:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  $0.970/gallon; Midwest Cooperatives:  $0.99/Gallon.

· Unleaded Gasoline for City Vehicles:  Kadoka Oil, L.L.C.:  No Lead Gasoline and Ethanol Gasoline - .05 below current charge price/delivered; Midwest Cooperatives:  No Lead Premium Gasoline - $2.35/gallon/delivered and No Lead w/Ethanol Gasoline - $1.93/gallon/delivered; Discount Fuel:  current pump charge price.

After review and discussion, Lurz made Motion 16-11-14:142 to accept all bids as submitted by Kadoka Oil, L.L.C for #1 and #2 diesel fuel for equipment, unleaded gasoline; and LP Gas (propane).  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  Approve 2017 Liquor Licenses:  Willert made Motion 16-11-14:143 to approve the 2017 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Building Permit/Dick Stolley:  A building permit from Dick Stolley was presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-11-14:144 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken: Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Word-yes; Lurz-yes; Bonenberger-yes; Stolley-abstain.  The motion carried 5-0-1.
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A. Water/Sewer:  no report  

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on the purchase of a new skid loader.  A representative from Butler Cat will be invited to the December meeting to discuss this purchase.    

C.  Solid Waste:  Quotes for the wall repairs will be obtained and presented at an upcoming meeting.  
	
D.  Liquor:  There will be karaoke and an ugly sweater contest on December 9, 2016 and the tap beer system should be installed sometime during the first week of December.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The windows in the coach’s room need to be replaced.  There was an application from Grant Patterson for obtaining a key fob for the auditorium.
