In the absence of the mayor, Council President Colby Shuck called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:30 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Ryan Willert, Dick Stolley, and Brad Jorgensen.  Members absent:  Mayor Weller and council member Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; Ronda Dennis; JoBeth Uhlir; Nathan Riggins; and Patrick Solon.

Willert made Motion 11-12-12:130 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of November 14, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Willert made Motion 11-12-12:131 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

After a review of the information, Word made Motion 11-12-12:131 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for 2012 Solid Waste Transportation:  West River Excavation submitted the only bid for the solid waste transportation contract.  The bid is as follows:  $500.00 per trip, and if fuel prices rise about $3.00/gallon, a surcharge of $5.00/trip for each .05/gallon increase in fuel price. After discussion, Shuck made Motion 11-12-12:133 to approve the bid as submitted by West River Excavation, contingent upon proof of commercial licensing.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    

B.  Designate Official Depository, Newspaper and Attorney for 2012:  Willert made Motion 11-12-12:134 to make the following designations:  Bank West as the official depository, Kadoka Press as official newspaper, and Alvin Pahlke as official attorney for the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report  

B.  Streets:  no report  

C.  Solid Waste:  Hours of operation for Saturday December 24, 2011, and Saturday, December 31, 2011 were discussed.  It was the consensus of the council that the hours for those two days be changed to 9:00 to 12:00 and closed in the afternoon.  An ad will be prepared and placed in the Kadoka Press to advise the public of the change.

D.  Liquor:  There will be karaoke at the bar on December 23, 2011; and the bar will be closing at 4:00 pm on December 24, 2011.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The seamless gutters for the auditorium have been installed.  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayors Report:  Although the mayor was unable to attend the meeting, discussion was held on the two items listed under the mayor’s report.
· End of Year Meeting:  It was determined that there is no unfinished business to discuss, so therefore, there will not be an end of year meeting scheduled.
· Transfer of Funds:  After a review of each department within the general fund and all enterprise funds, it was determined that the water department fund was the only one that would be at a deficit at year end.  Colby made Motion 11-12-12:135 to transfer funds sufficient to offset the water fund deficit from either the contingency fund or the liquor fund, with funds from the contingency fund used first, if allowed by law.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.   

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 11-12-12:136 to go into executive session to discuss and set 2012 salaries.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes. The council went into executive session at 8:00 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at  8:43 p.m.

Willert made Motion 11-12-12:137 to authorize an increase in salary to $10.22/hour for Tina Williams and a 3% raise for all other city employees.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
