After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 16-02-08:11 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

She was present to invite members of the city to an Area Weed and Pest Seminar, Friday, March 4, 2016 at the Kadoka City Auditorium.  There will be various speakers and vendors present.  The seminar will be from 10:00 am until 3:00 pm.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Club 27/John Berry:  John Berry addressed the council regarding the procedures for paying invoices for Republic National Distributing Company.  Their policy is for all invoices to be paid within 30 days and that timeframe does not always conform to the city’s council meeting.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 16-02-08:12 to authorize the finance officer to pay the invoices for this company twice a month.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
    
B.  Second Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2016-SA1:  The second reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2016-SA1 was held.  Willert made Motion 16-02-08:13 to approve the supplemental appropriation ordinance as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Word-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-abstain.  The motion carried 4-0-1. 
  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  
· An inspection agreement from Maguire Iron for inspection of the city’s water tower was presented.  There was discussion on having the water towers inspected on a rotating basis, so that only one is inspected each year.  The agreement presented is only for one tower.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 16-02-08:14 to table this agreement and obtain more information for the next meeting.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

· An inspection agreement from Dakota Pump and Control for inspection of the pumping equipment at the lagoons.  A new pump was installed late last year.  There was discussion that the inspections should be done every two years.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-02-08:15 to table this agreement until February, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

· A service agreement from West Central Electric was presented for installation of new electric service to the sewer lift located near the Chuck and Donna Enders residence.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 16-02-08:16 to accept the new service agreement and authorize the finance officer to make the necessary payments for the new service.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Streets:  Solon presented preliminary information regarding the street project scheduled for Main Street and Chestnut Street in front of the auditorium.  He will prepare the information for the “Notice for Bids” for both the asphalt and milling for this project and present it to the Street Committee.  Information will be published and sent to contractors and the bids will be opened at the March 14, 2016 meeting. 

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
	
D.  Liquor:  Shuck stated that two new 55” televisions and a mounting bracket have been purchased for the city bar.  A request was submitted by the bar manager for reimbursement for the purchase of these items.  Shuck made Motion 16-02-08:17 to authorize the reimbursement.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Willert recommended that when the city advertises for summer baseball coaching positions that the boys and girls be combined into one coed program and that the girls softball program be eliminated.   He also stated that we should hire two coaches for the newly revised summer program.   

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed. 

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor discussed proposed legislation that is being considered during the current legislative session.  The District 8 SDML meeting will be held in Kadoka on March 22, 2016.  

Shuck made Motion 16-02-08:18 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
