Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Ryan Willert, Kieth Prang, Colby Shuck, Brad Jorgensen and Dick Stolley. The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of February was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:18 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 2-28-13:

Revenue:  General Fund - $38,000.23; 3 B’s Fund - $1,301.21; Liquor Fund - $24,788.24; Water Fund - $7,608.17; Sewer Fund - $1,961.59; Solid Waste Fund - $3,475.61.

Expense:  General Fund - $30,855.00; 3B’s Fund - $2,433.01; Street Sales Tax Fund - $800.00; Liquor Fund - $27,723.03; Water Fund - $10,265.89; Sewer Fund - $960.26; Solid Waste Fund - $2,429.54.

Payroll:  Administration - $3,057.00; Streets - $2,198.40; Police - $2,628.46; Auditorium/Parks - $2,814.15; Liquor - $5,127.22; Water/Sewer – $2,655.34; Solid Waste - $730.80; Group Health/Dental - $7,497.53; Retirement - $2,179.68; Social Security/Medicare - $4,166.34.

Bank Balances:  Checking Account - $830,435.30; ATM Account - $3,255.01; Certificates of Deposit - $769,508.21.

Auditorium Usage/Grant Patterson:  Grant Patterson was present to discuss use of the auditorium and ways to have the auditorium available more for kids to play basketball, walkers, etc.  One suggestion was to install a key card system on the doors, which costs approx. $2,500.00 per door and requires a computer program to set key access codes.  Resurfacing of the floor and general maintenance are done during the summer and requires that the auditorium be closed for approx. 6 weeks.  Some present wanted that time to be shortened so that the auditorium was available more during the summer.  Supervision is a major concern, and it was suggested that supervision be done by volunteers.  The main times for more usage are nights and weekends.  Another suggestion was for a schedule to be established with times the auditorium would be open.  

Land Plat/Rich and Colleen Hildebrand:  A land plat for property owned by Rich and Colleen Hildebrand was presented to the council for approval.  After a review of the plat, Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:19 to approve the plat as presented.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council. 

Open Bids – 6th Street Project:
  
· Milling:  Sealed bids for milling for the 6th Street Project were opened and presented to the council.  There was one bid received for consideration.  The bid received is as follows:  MidState Reclamation & Trucking - $4,411.90.

· “Hot Mix” Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the 6th Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were five bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Duininck, Inc. - $77,048.50; Simon Contractors - $70,575.00; Morris, Inc. - $71,125.00; Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $87,350.00; and Hills Material Company - $63,325.00.  

After review of all bids received, Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:20 to accept the bid for milling from MidState Reclamation & Trucking in the amount of $4,411.90.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:21 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Hills Material Company in the amount of $63,325.00.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Auditorium Fire Alarm System:  Discussion was held regarding the bids which were opened at the previous month’s meeting for the installation of a fire alarm system in the auditorium.  The bids received were above the amount budgeted for the project.  Willert made Motion 13-03-11:22 to reject all bids for the project.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Willert-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Shuck-no; Prang-yes; and Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.    

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Tent for Reunion Weekend:  The contract was presented from T & K Rentals for the 60 x 90 tent for reunion weekend at a cost of $2,600.00.  Stolley made Motion 13-03-11:23 to approve the tent.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

B.  Approve 2012 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2012 was submitted for approval.  After review, Jorgensen made Motion 13-03-11:24 to approve the 2012 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

C.  Auditorium Sound System:  Bob Fugate presented the information received from the meeting held on February 12, 2013, with Mid-States Audio, Colby Shuck, Dale Christensen, Lonny Johnston, and himself.  There is a cover on one speaker which needs to be replaced and the speaker on the north end needs to be repositioned to face away from the stage.  In addition, it was recommended to install a 16 channel mixing board, with a case to house the unit and to purchase an additional floor microphone.  Quotes were obtained for the equipment, and Lonny Johnston obtained the low quote for the equipment in the amount of approx. $1,200.00.  Mr. Fugate stated that he contacted the Horizons Group, KCBA and the Music Parents and each group was willing to donate $100.00 toward the equipment.  Mr. Fugate requested that the balance of approx. $900.00 be split between the City and the School.  Also, Joe Handrahan will fix the speaker cover and reposition the north speaker and that cost will be split between the City and School.  Lonny Johnston agreed to make the arrangements to purchase the equipment and will donate his labor to install said equipment.  Willert made Motion 13-03-11:25 to approve the fund request as presented by Mr. Fugate.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

D.  Special Events License/Kadoka Buffalo Stampede:  An application for a special events malt beverage license for the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede was presented for approval.  Councilmember Willert declared a conflict of interest and abstained from discussion and the vote.  The application is for June 22, 2013.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:26 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0-1. 

E.  Economic Development Corporation Funding/Rusty Olney:  Rusty Olney addressed the council and gave a history of the corporation and what they have accomplished since they were established in 2008.  Initially in 2008, they asked for and were granted $10,000.00 for start-up costs from the City.  Since then they have utilized grant money to fund the day-to-day operations, with Golden West providing an annual grant in the amount of $5,000.00.  However, this year Golden West changed their criteria for grant awards so that the funds could not be used for salaries and administrative fees.  He further stated that he had attended the Jackson Co. Commissioners meeting and although there was no money available in their 2013 budget; Mr. Olney stated that the Jackson Co. Commissioners were very interested in supporting the corporation.  On behalf of the economic development corporation, Mr. Olney requested $5,000.00 for 2013 from the city to cover the operating expenses, previously covered by the Golden West grant. He also stated that in subsequent years, the corporation would request $5,000.00 annually from both the City and Jackson County to assist with funding their day-to-day operations.  After discussion Willert made Motion 13-03-11:27 to approve a supplemental budget appropriation ordinance in the amount of $5,000.00 with funds to be taken from the liquor fund.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  A supplemental appropriation ordinance will be prepared for the first reading to be held at the April 8, 2013 meeting.  

The council took a 5 minutes recess at this time.  Councilmember Dick Stolley left the meeting at this time.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  An inspection agreement from Dakota Pump & Control was submitted.  The inspection is for the pump equipment located at the lagoons.  After review and discussion, it was determined that the agreement would not be signed.        

B.  Streets:  no report   

C.  Solid Waste:  no report  
	
D.  Liquor:  Uhlir stated that there will be karaoke on March 16, 2013.  Poker will be ending for the season next week and bingo will continue through the month of March and depending on interest, maybe into April.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Ads for summer personnel were submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:28 to approve the ads for summer personnel.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 

F.  Public Safety:  monthly report was distributed  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  
· The mayor presented a letter of resignation from Jim Brown, who submitted his resignation from the planning and zoning committee.  Willert made Motion 13-03-11:29 to accept the resignation.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

· Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:30 to appoint John Word and Boyd Letellier to the planning and zoning commission.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

· The annual SDML District 8 Meeting will be held in Murdo on Tuesday, April 16, 2013.

Shuck made Motion 13-03-11:31 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
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
