After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 15-03-09:15 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
  
City of Kadoka Financial Statement as of 2-28-15:

Revenue:  General Fund - $33,174.19; 3 B’s Fund - $1,950.35; Street Fund - $3.67; Liquor Fund - $26,067.68; Water Fund - $7,788.30; Sewer Fund - $2,039.70; Solid Waste Fund - $3,981.16.

Expense:  General Fund - $39,639.30; 3B’s Fund - $941.11; Liquor Fund - $27,064.98; Water Fund - $9,622.21; Sewer Fund - $841.61; Solid Waste Fund - $5,162.19.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

OPEN BIDS – CHESTNUT STREET PROJECT:
  
Milling:  There were no bids received.  Solon is to contact Midstate Reclamation and obtain a quote on the project.

Hot Mix Asphalt:  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the Chestnut Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were four bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Hills Material Company - $72,850.00; Simon Contractors - $75,365.00; Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $66,600.00; and Morris, Inc. - $78,100.00.  

Shuck made Motion 15-03-09:16 to accept the bid for “hot mix asphalt” from Bituminous Paving, Inc. in the amount of $66,600.00.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Approve 2014 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2014 was submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 15-03-09:17 to approve the 2014 annual report.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

B.  Special Events Liquor License Request:  A request by the Kadoka Ambulance and Kadoka Volunteer Fire Department for a special events liquor license for Friday, June 26, 2015 and Saturday, June 27, 2015 was submitted for approval.  This is for reunion weekend.  Shuck made Motion 15-03-09:18 to approve the Special Events Liquor License.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Special Events License/Kadoka Buffalo Stampede:  An application for a special events malt beverage license for the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede was presented for approval.  The license would be for Friday, June 26, 2015 and Saturday, June 27, 2015.    Willert declared a conflict of interest and abstained from discussion and voting.  After review, Stolley made Motion 15-03-09:19 to approve the special events license.  The motion was seconded by Lund.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Lurz-yes; Lund-yes; Willert-abstain; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 4-0-1.

D.  Referendum Election on Planning and Zoning Ordinance:  Petitions were filed with the Finance Officer with enough valid signatures to refer the Planning and Zoning Ordinance to a vote.  Discussion was held on the date to set for the election.  At the conclusion of the discussion, Willert made Motion 15-03-09:20 to set Tuesday, May 19, 2015 as the date for the special election.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.     

E.  Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan:  Jackson County is in the process of updating the existing pre-disaster hazard mitigation plan for the county.  The county was requesting the city sign a commitment letter as a participant in the multi-jurisdictional plan.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 15-03-09:21 to authorize the mayor to sign the commitment letter on behalf of the City of Kadoka.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The council took a short break at this time and reconvened at 7:40 p.m.
