REGULAR MEETING
MAY 9, 2016

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen; Ryan Willert; Lenny Sanftner; and John Word.  Council members absent:   Colby Shuck and Arne Lund.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Kade Bonenberger; Cory Lurz; Jessi Fromm; Nathan Riggins; and Patrick Solon.  Susan Patterson arrived at 7:17 pm and Jackie Stilwell arrived at 8:05 pm. 

Jorgensen made Motion 16-05-09:57 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of April 11, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  There were four bills received after the regular processing was completed, that were also presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-05-09:58 to approve all bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 16-05-09:59 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Jorgensen made Motion 16-05-09:60 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the council adjourned.

Mayor Weller reconvened the meeting.

Mayor Harry Weller administered the Oath of Office to council members Kade Bonenberger, Cory Lurz, John Word, and Lenny Sanftner.

Sanftner made Motion 16-05-09:61 to nominate Ryan Willert as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  There were no further nominations.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-abstain; Lurz-yes; Word-yes; Bonenberger-yes.  The motion carried 4-0-1.  

Word made Motion 16-05-09:62 to nominate Kade Bonenberger as Council Vice President.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  There were no further nominations.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Lurz-yes; Word-yes; Bonenberger-abstain.  The motion carried 4-0-1.

Word made Motion 16-05-09:63 to remove Brad Jorgensen as an authorized signer from all city accounts and to add Ryan Willert, Council President as an authorized signer on all city accounts.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.

OPEN BIDS – GRASSLAND LEASE:

Grassland Lease:  Two sealed bids were received for the grassland lease.  The bids received were as follows:   Charlie Carlson in the amount of $840.00 per year for five (5) years, and Jim Brown in the amount of $725.00 per year for five (5) years.  Sanftner made Motion 16-05-09:64 to accept the bid as submitted by Charlie Carlson.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  
  

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Special Events License/Kadoka Buffalo Stampede:  An application for a special events malt beverage license for the Kadoka Buffalo Stampede was presented for approval.  The license would be for Friday, June 24, 2016 and Saturday, June 25, 2016.    Willert declared a conflict of interest and abstained from discussion and voting.  After review, Sanftner made Motion 16-05-09:65 to approve the special events license.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Lurz-yes; Word-yes; Willert-abstain; Bonenberger-yes.  The motion carried 4-0-1.  
 
B. Malt Beverage License Renewals:  Sanftner made Motion 16-05-09:66 to approve the following malt beverage license applications: Discount Fuel, Inc.; Kadoka Gas & Go, Inc.; and Sunset Grill LLC.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Moving Permit/Mikaela O’Bryan:  A moving permit from Mikaela O’Bryan was presented for approval.  After review, Willert made Motion 16-05-09:67 to approve the moving permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Building Permit/Chris Grillo:  A building permit from Chris Grillo was presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 16-05-09:68 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]E.  Park Equipment:  Jessi Fromm and Susan Patterson were present and addressed the council about the possible purchase of additional playground equipment for the city park.  They presented a proposal from Rainbow Play Systems, Inc. in the amount of $11,000.00 for the proposed equipment.  In addition, there would be a charge for mileage.  Estimated total cost would be $12,000.00.  They (Rainbow Play Systems) would deliver the equipment and install it.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-05-09:69 to authorize the purchase of the playground equipment in an amount up to $12,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
    
F.  Waiver of Open Container Law/Reunion Corn Hole Tournament:  The council received a request to allow open containers during the corn hole tournament which is scheduled for 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm on Friday, June 24, 2016.  The tournament location is the empty lot between the Masonic Temple and the Fire Hall.  After discussion, Word made Motion 16-05-09:70 to grant the request.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.      
  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  no report  

B.  Streets:  Hills Material Company will possibly be here the Week of June 6, 2016 through June 10, 2016 and June 13, 2016 through June 15, 2016.  This is all contingent upon their work schedules.  The milling will need to be completed prior to the asphalt work being done.  

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
	
D.  Liquor:  The new laptop computer has been delivered and is operational.  Everything is in place for the POS system; currently all inventory items are being entered into the system.  Jackie stated that she talked to Ron Larson about installing the camera system.  He stated that it would probably take between 6 and 8 hours to install at a cost of $70.00/hr.  After discussion, Word made Motion 16-05-09:71 to have Ron Larson install the system.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The Hogen family wished to have the 12’ white vinyl gazebo installed at the museum in memory of Florence Hogen.  The gazebo will be ordered and the installation will be done as soon as possible thereafter.  

F.  Public Safety:  no report    
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  There was quite a bit of discussion held on property nuisance issues and junk vehicle issues within the City of Kadoka.  Alvin Pahlke, city attorney, will be contacted with regard to citizen notifications.  

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Word made Motion 16-05-09:72 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Lurz, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Finance Officer Patty Ulmen went into executive session at 8:45 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:07 p.m.

Willert made Motion 16-05-09:73 to hire Colby Shuck as Swimming Pool Manager at a salary of $3,000.00/summer; Shelby Uhlir as a lifeguard at a salary of $8.80/Hour; and Jossie Kukal as a lifeguard at a salary of $8.55/hour, pending lifeguard certification training. The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Willert made Motion 16-05-09:74 to hire Richard Lamont and Sanna Rock as baseball coaches at a salary of $1,650.00, plus mileage to out of town games at state rate.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Lurz made Motion 16-05-09:75 to appoint Colby Shuck to a one year term as council member for Ward 1.  The motion was seconded by Word.  After discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Willert-no; Sanftner-no; Lurz-yes; Bonenberger-no; Word-no.  The motion failed 1-4.
   
Lurz made Motion 16-05-09:76 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
