Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Kieth Prang, Brad Jorgensen and Ryan Willert.  Members absent:  Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Forrest Davis; Roger Jensen, Nathan Riggins; Patrick Solon; Thesa Ireland; and Terry Ireland.  JoBeth Uhlir arrived at the meeting at 7:15 pm.

Land Plat:  Thesa Ireland presented a plat for property located in the Ireland Subdivision. After review of the document, Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:68 to approve the plat as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Land Plat:  Roger Jensen presented a plat for property located adjacent to his residence. After review of the document, Willert made Motion 11-06-13:69 to approve the plat as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
Word made Motion 11-06-13:70 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of May 9, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:71 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of May was distributed.  After a review of the information, Jorgensen made Motion 11-06-13:72 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Malt Beverage Hearing:  Mayor Weller opened the public hearing on the malt beverage license renewal applications.  There was no one present to give their opinions regarding the applications.  Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:73 to approve the following malt beverage applications:  KC Enterprises (H & H El Centro Restaurant): Jigger’s Restaurant; Discount Fuel, Inc.; Kadoka Gas & Go, Inc.; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Open Bids/7th Street Project:  There were no bids received for milling the section of 7th Street, which is to be repaired.  Solon was instructed to obtain quotes for the milling of the street and proceed with the lowest quote.  Sealed bids for “hot mix asphalt” for the 7th Street project were opened and presented to the council.  There were five bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Duininck, Inc. - $64,000.00; Morris, Inc. - $58,500.00; Hills Materials Co. (Option 1) - $65,000.00; Hills Materials Co. (Option 2) - $62,000.00; and Simon Contractors of SD - $72,100.00.  After review of each bid, Jorgensen made Motion 11-06-13:74 to accept the bid from Morris, Inc. in the amount of $58,500.00, contingent upon the milling work being completed.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Wrestling Club/Fireworks Sales Request:  The AAU wrestling club submitted a request to sell fireworks during the week of June 27, 2011 through July 4, 2011.  Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:75 to approve the request.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
  
C.  Planning/Zoning Commission Ordinance:  The second reading of an ordinance (Ordinance 2011-1) establishing a planning/zoning commission was held.  At the conclusion of the second reading, Word made Motion 11-06-13:76 to approve Ordinance 2011-1.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Word-yes; Willert-yes; Jorgensen-no.  The motion carried 4-1.

C.  Solid Waste:  Transfer Station employee, James Buskirk submitted his resignation.  No action was taken on the resignation.  After discussion, Prang made Motion 11-06-13:77 to offer a full time position to James Buskirk at a salary of $9.24/hour, plus benefits.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  After discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Word-yes; Shuck-no; Prang-yes; Willert-no; Jorgensen-no.  The motion failed 3-2.  Additional discussion was held and at the conclusion of the discussion, Willert made Motion 11-16-13:78 to offer a full time position to James Buskirk at a salary of $8.50/hour, plus benefits.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Liquor:  no report

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The pool is open.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

G.  Mayors Report:  Copies of the preliminary 2012 budget were distributed for completion.  These forms should be turned into the Finance Officer by June 30, 2011.  The first draft of the budget will be included in the council packets for the July 11, 2011 meeting.

Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:79 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes. The council, along with Patty Ulmen and JoBeth Uhlir went into executive session at 8:17 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:30 p.m.

Word made Motion 11-06-13:80 to hire Bryce VanderMay for a part time position at the Bar at a salary of $7.25/hour.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

Shuck made Motion 11-06-13:81 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at  8:32 p.m.
