The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of May was distributed.  After a review of the information, Willert made Motion 16-06-13:79 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.
 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Colby Shuck, council member from Ward I did not file a petition for re-election, which created a vacancy.  Willert made Motion 16-06-13:80 to appoint Eileen Stolley to fill the vacant seat for a term of one year.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  Mayor Weller administered the oath of office to Eileen Stolley.

B. Malt Beverage License Renewal:  The malt beverage license renewal application for Club 27 was presented for approval.  Sanftner made Motion 16-06-13:81 to approve the application.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

C.  First Reading Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2016-SA2:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2016-SA2 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, July 11, 2016.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  no report  

B.  Streets:  The street project has been completed.  

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
	
D.  Liquor:  A resignation was received from Alexandra Smiley, with an effective date of June 2, 2016.  After discussion, Sanftner made Motion 16-06-13:82 to accept the resignation.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

Willert made Motion 16-06-13:83 to set the salary for Cally Carlson at $8.55/hour.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

Joe’s Sandblast of Rapid City has been contacted regarding a quote on work on the bar’s south outside wall.  The council will be advised of the quote when it is received.  Stilwell stated that she will paint the inside south wall before reunion weekend.  New planters and ashtrays have been received.  Plans for reunion weekend are being finalized.

Stilwell stated that she has hired Janice Nowlin to clean the bar.  She contacted 4 of 5 council members for approval.  The employee will work up to 2 hours per day, six days per week.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-06-13:84 to hire Janice Nowlin at a salary of $8.55/hour.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Lurz-no; Word-yes; Stolley-yes; Bonenberger-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.

Stilwell asked the council for permission to hold a corn hole tournament once a month during July and August on the street south of the bar.  It would require that portion of the street to be blocked off.  It would also require a waiver of the open container law.  The council asked that this be discussed at the July council meeting

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Willert made Motion 16-06-13:85 to set the salary for Venessa Buxcell at $8.55/hour.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

The benches for the park have been delivered.  These are the benches that have been donated to the City in memory of Marvis and Florence Hogen.  The benches need to be set on a concrete pad.  We will have the cement pads poured when the curbing is installed at the park.  Discussion was held on adding color to the cement barrier which will be installed at the park.  After discussion, Sanftner made Motion 16-06-13:86 to add color to the barrier.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Lurz-no; Word-yes; Stolley-yes; Bonenberger-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.
  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  There was discussion about vicious and barking dogs and vandalism in the park.  It was the opinion of the council, that if Chief Davis is more visible, the problems will be resolved.  
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Committee assignments for 2016-2017 were distributed.  The listing of surplus property was reviewed and Mayor Weller will select 3 individuals to appraise the property.  An elected official’s workshop will be held in Pierre on July 20, 2016.  Any council member wishing to attend is to notify the finance officer.  Preliminary budget worksheets for the 2017 budget were distributed.  

Lurz made Motion 16-06-13:87 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:33 p.m.
