Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Dick Stolley, Colby Shuck, Kieth Prang, Brad Jorgensen and Ryan Willert.  Members absent:  Micki Word.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; and JoBeth Uhlir.  Nathan Riggins and Tim Hagedorn arrived at the meeting at 7:15 pm.  Forrest Davis arrived at the meeting at 7:38 pm.

Shuck made Motion 11-07-11:82 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 13, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Jorgensen made Motion 11-07-11:83 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2011-SA1:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2011-SA1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, August 8, 2011.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

Water/Sewer:  The report was deferred until later in the meeting.    

Streets:  An additional block and a half of city streets was chip/sealed at no additional charge.  The milling is done on the section of 7th Street and the asphalt work will be completed within the next two weeks, weather permitting.  Work on cleaning culverts will be done when ground dries sufficiently to allow access for equipment. 

Solid Waste:  no report  

Liquor:  The weekend was down from previous years, in part due to inclement weather.  However it was still a good weekend.  
Auditorium/Park:  Routine annual maintenance at the auditorium is being done and the floor is scheduled for resurfacing beginning July 14, 2011.

Tim Hagedorn was present on behalf of the school.  He stated that the school has made plans to purchase glass backboards for the baskets on the sides.  He also stated that the school would like to have hardware put into the auditorium floor so that there can be two volleyball courts.  However, the two courts could only be used for practice and not games due to the fact that one court would not be regulation size.  The hardware would require an additional four holes being drilled into the auditorium floor (in addition to the four existing volleyball net holes).  All costs would be paid by the school.  No action was taken by the council.

Swimming lessons will be given August 3-5.  A request for a temporary fill-in employee was made and the decision will be made by the committee.  The City has sprayed once for mosquitos on July 7, 2011; however, it will be necessary to spray at least one more time.

Water/Sewer:  Nathan Riggins was present at this time and informed the council that due to recent heavy rains, he will need to begin discharging from the lagoons.  Sample testing will begin immediately.

Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

Mayors Report:  Two items were discussed under the mayor’s report.  The first draft of the 2012 budget was distributed for council review.  A special budget meeting will be held at 7:00 pm on Monday, July 25, 2011.  Plans for redistricting the city’s wards are being prepared by the Central South Dakota Enhancement District and will be presented for council review and approval.

Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 11-07-11:85 to go into executive session for personnel.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes. The council, along with Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer went into executive session at 7:50 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 8:33 p.m.

Stolley made Motion 11-07-11:86 to offer Stephen Riggins the part time position at the transfer station at a salary of $8.00/hour.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes: Willert-yes; Shuck-yes; and Prang-no.  The motion carried 4-1.

Prang made Motion 11-07-11:87 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at  8:37 p.m.
