A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

A.  Second Reading Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2016-SA2:  The second reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2016-SA2 was held.  Sanftner made Motion 16-07-11:91 to approve the supplemental ordinance as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

B.  Waive Open Container Law/Corn Hole Tournaments/Bar:  Word made Motion 16-07-11:92 to approve waiving the open container law during corn hole tournaments held at the bar, with the dates for the tournaments to be designated by the Bar Manager.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  Plans for two proposed water projects were distributed.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-07-11:93 to table the plans for the proposed projects until the Budget Meeting (date to be set later in this meeting).  At that time, quotes for the projects will be presented for review.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on various projects, including painting of lines on streets, gravel, obtaining a cover for the grate on Main Street, ditch cleaning and culvert replacement.

C.  Solid Waste:  The baling of cardboard is slowly being caught up.  Discussion was held on the metal pile and the need to get it baled. 
	
D.  Liquor:  Reunion weekend went well.  No quote has been received on the repairs to the south wall of the bar.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Colby Shuck was present to discuss the future of the pool.  Various ideas were discussed, including the possibility of replacing the current pool with a new one.  It was decided to form a committee of taxpayers and council members to pursue options for the future of the pool.  Colby Shuck will be in charge of the committee.  Currently, the auditorium floor is being refinished and the auditorium is closed until approximately August 1, 2016.    

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Several issues discussed at previous meetings have been resolved. 
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The first draft of the 2017 budget was distributed.  The date for a special meeting to review the proposed budget was set for 7:00 p.m. on July 27, 2016, with August 1, 2016 set as an alternate date (if needed).

Discussion was held on property nuisance issues and property with health and safety concerns.  City Attorney, Alvin Pahlke will begin the process of notification to property owners, whose property is in violation of either city ordinances or state law.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 16-07-11:94 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 8:58 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:23 p.m.

Sanftner made Motion 16-07-11:95 to hire Jennifer McMillin as a part time bartender at a salary of $8.55/hour; and to hire Shawna Henderson as a full time employee at the bar at a salary of $10.00/hour, plus benefits.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  
  
Lurz made Motion 16-07-11:96 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:33 p.m.
