NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Second Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2014-SA-2:  The second reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2014-SA2 was held.  Shuck made Motion 14-07-14:75 to approve the supplemental appropriation ordinance as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Building Permit/Roy Buckmaster:  A building permit from Roy Buckmaster was presented for approval.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 14-07-14:76 to approve the permit as presented.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  
  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The repairs on the water tower will begin on Tuesday (July 15, 2014).  The pump at the lagoon is not working properly and will need to be replaced.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 14-07-14:77 to purchase a new lift pump for the lagoon.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.          
  
B.  Streets:  The road project has been completed.    

C.  Solid Waste:  The damaged retaining wall on the east end has been removed and will be need to be replaced.  Quotes for the repairs will be obtained for the next meeting.  Funds will be included in the 2015 budget for a new scale for the transfer station.

D.  Liquor:  Inventory for the second quarter has been completed.  The roof has been checked and repairs made and after the next rain it will be inspected to insure that there are no more leaks.  Reunion weekend was a success.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Quotes for the bathroom repairs have been received and work will proceed as soon as possible.  More information on the keyless entry system will be presented at the August meeting.  The new five (5) year lease agreement with the school was reviewed.  Willert made Motion 14-07-14:78 to approve the lease agreement.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

F.  Public Safety:  no report  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The first draft of the 2015 budget was included with the monthly information.  July 30, 2014 at 7:00 was the time set for the budget meeting. 

Willert made Motion 14-07-14:79 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
