NEW BUSINESS:

Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2011-SA1:  The second reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2011-SA1 was held. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

COUNCIL REPORTS:

Water/Sewer:  Weekly lagoon sample testing continues.    

Streets:  457 ton of hot mix was used on the two city blocks, with the remainder to be used to patch holes on other streets.  

Solid Waste:  Everything is going well.    

Liquor:  The pizza ovens are not working properly; will look into other options, such as a commercial pizza oven or a convection oven.  

Auditorium/Park:  The auditorium will reopen August 10, 2011 with practices beginning on August 15, 2011.  The pool is scheduled to close for the summer on August 25, 2011.  

Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

Mayors Report:  Plans to redistrict the city’s three wards were distributed.  The council members will review each option and a decision will be made at the regular September council meeting.
