Stolley made Motion 16-08-08:99 to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Willert, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 16-08-08:102 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Auction Date/Randi Oyan:  Randi Oyan was present and addressed the council about holding an estate auction in the auditorium on Sunday, September 25, 2016, with set up taking place on Saturday, September 24, 2016.  After discussion Willert made Motion 16-08-08:103 to allow Mrs. Oyan to hold the estate auction in the auditorium, pending approval by Billie Jo Eisenbraun.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.     

B.  Herber/Sudbeck – Auditorium Rental:  Members of the Herber and Sudbeck families were present to request permission to hold a wedding reception and dance in the auditorium on Saturday, July 17, 2017.  They also requested permission to have the city bar provide and serve alcohol during the reception.  After discussion, Willert made Motion 16-08-08:104 to grant permission for the Herber/Sudbeck wedding reception and dance in the auditorium and to allow alcoholic beverages to be served, pending clarification of the liquor laws.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Bank West Insurance Policy:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to previous year’s premiums.  Word made Motion 16-08-08:105 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D.  Streets/Jamie Hermann:  Jamie Hermann was present and advised the council that they have purchased the former Brent Peters property and a portion of the Ponderosa Motel property.  The school district is examining their options for the development of the property and he wanted to discuss the future of the streets in or near this property.  Primarily, he discussed the portion of Locust Street (east/west) located within this property and the possibility of closing that portion of the street.  He also discussed 6th Avenue (north/south) located on the west side of the property and the possibility of paving that street.  He was not asking the council for any action, but rather just opening the discussions.  The school district will remain in contact with the city council regarding their future plans for the property.

E.  Declare Items Surplus Property:  A list of items to be declared as surplus property, along with a classified ad to be published requesting sealed bids on the items was presented.  Sanftner made Motion 16-08-08:106 to declare the items as surplus property and to advertise them for sealed bids.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

F.  Maintenance Agreement/Generator:  An agreement for the annual maintenance on the generator was received from Interstate Power Systems and was reviewed.  After discussion, Word made Motion 16-08-08:107 to table the agreement, and to obtain additional information.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion to table carried 5-0.   

G.  Building Permit/Bonenberger Enterprises, LLC:  A building permit application was submitted to the council by Bonenberger Enterprises, LLC.  Kade Bonenberger declared a conflict of interest, and abstained from discussion and voting.  After review, Stolley made Motion 16-08-08:108 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Word-yes; Stolley-yes; Bonenberger-abstain.  The motion carried 4-0-1.

H.  Ordinance/Policies:  Eileen Stolley presented information to the council regarding the definition of an ordinance and a policy.  She presented information regarding items that she believed were policies which should be contained in an employee policy handbook that are contained in the city’s ordinances and also the need to update the ordinances.  This will be discussed further at future meetings. 

Key Fobs/City Auditorium:  Willert stated that he had followed up with the school on the use of key fobs by members of the public.  It was the consensus of the council that citizens of Kadoka could request a key fob in order for them to use the auditorium during periods when neither the city nor the school has scheduled events.  An application form can be obtained at the City Finance Office and completed.  The Auditorium committee of the city council will review the applications on a monthly basis and will either approve or reject the application.  The annual fee for a key fob will be $25.00. 

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A proposed advertisement for bids on a water project was presented to the council for approval.  During discussion, there were changes made to the proposed advertisement.  At the conclusion of the discussion Willert made Motion 16-08-08:109 to approve the advertisement for bids, with the corrections added.  The motion was seconded by Sanftner.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion to table carried 5-0.           

B.  Streets:  Solon presented information from three dealers on new skid steer loaders and attachments.  Discussion was held on the different manufacturers and models.  It was suggested that Solon contact the dealers and have them allow the city to try out their machines in order to determine which would be suit the city’s needs.  Also, he was requested to obtain financing information on the various makes and models from the dealers.  No other action was taken.   

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
	
D.  Liquor:  Stilwell obtained a quote from Joe’s Sandblasting regarding sandblasting the south exterior wall of the bar and to paint all exterior walls.  That quote was in the amount of $2,800.00.  She also had a quote from them to scrap and paint the interior of the south wall.  That quote was in the amount of $800.00.  In addition, gutters will need to be replaced and all prep work needs to be done prior to sandblasting and painting.  Stilwell will get additional information and meet with the liquor committee.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  no additional information was presented  

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The second draft of the 2017 budget was discussed and no changes were made.  The final budget will be prepared and submitted for approval at the September meeting.  Information from the 2014-2015 audit was distributed.  Mayor Weller distributed information from the Central South Dakota Enhancement District.  He advised the council that he had discussed the Ireland property with the city attorney and papers will be served very soon.  
  
Sanftner made Motion 16-08-08:110 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
