After a review of the information, Stolley made Motion 16-09-12:114 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Sealed bids for the 2016 water project were opened and presented to the council.  There were two bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  West River Excavation - $4,336.74; and Peter’s Excavation - $3,673.48.

Willert made Motion 16-09-12:115 to accept the bid from Peter’s Excavation in the amount of $3,673.48.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Bonenberger-yes; Stolley-yes; Lurz-yes; Willert-yes; Word-abstain.  The motion carried 4-0-1.

OPEN BIDS/SURPLUS PROPERTY:

There was one sealed bid received for the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria.  That bid was from Beau Walker in the amount of $605.00.  Willert made Motion 16-09-12:116 to accept the bid from Beau Walker.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

There were four sealed bids received on the steel sheeting.  The bids were as follows:  Curtis Anderson - $1,338.21; Ned Bettelyoun (20 sheets of white/25 feet long) - $60.00; Wayland Eisenbraun - $625.00; and Clint Schnee (2 stacks of white) - $201.00.  Stolley made Motion 16-09-12:117 to accept the bid from Curtis Anderson.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.    

Citizen Input:  No one was present to address the council.
 
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Drainage Issues:  There was discussion held regarding drainage problems in the area located behind the property owned by Jim Brown.  The problem area is located on private property.  It was decided that a meeting with all affected property owners should be arranged to discuss the problem and arrive at a solution.

B.  Building Permit/Erica Strehlow:  A building permit from Erica Strehlow was presented for approval.  After review, Word made Motion 16-09-12:118 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Lurz.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Building Permit/Jodi Stoddard:  A building permit from Jodi Stoddard was presented for approval.  After review, Stolley made Motion 16-09-12:119 to approve the building permit as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

D.  First Reading of Budget Ordinance 2017-A:  The first reading of Budget Ordinance 2017-A was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting to be held October 10, 2016.

E.  Generator Maintenance Quotes:  Quotes for a maintenance agreement on the auditorium generator were received from Interstate Power Systems ($$614.00/annual maintenance) and Dak Generator ($425.00/annual maintenance and $50.00/annual coolant and oil sampling).  After a review of the quotes, Word made Motion 16-09-12:120 to accept the quote from Dak Generator in the total amount of $475.00.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

F.  Planning and Zoning:  Word discussed the planning and zoning ordinance, which was previously passed by the city council but was defeated in a special election.  Several council members expressed an interest in the planning and zoning ordinance.  After discussion, it was decided that each council member should visit with residents in their respective wards and further discussion will be held at the October meeting.  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  A sewer line was repaired behind the Mike Groven residence.         

B.  Streets:  Discussion was held on repairs to existing sidewalks and who is responsible for the repairs.  The possibility of a grant for sidewalk repairs was raised and further information will be gathered.     
C.  Solid Waste:  Lurz will check on getting someone in to bale materials in the landfill.   
	
D.  Liquor:  Karaoke was held at the bar on Friday evening, September 9, 2016.  Poker and bingo will begin this week.      

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Three large fans were purchased for the auditorium.  No additional information was received from the pool committee.  

F.  Public Safety:  The Ireland property, located within the city limits has been cleaned up with the exception of some vegetation.  The monthly report was distributed.  
 
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Stolley requested that the city move forward with cleaning up properties within the city.  It was decided to utilize the Central SD Enhancement District for assistance in updating the city’s ordinances.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Willert made Motion 16-09-12:121 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes.  The council, along with Nathan Riggins went into executive session at 8:47 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:12 p.m.  No action was taken.

Lurz made Motion 16-09-12:122 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Bonenberger, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:13 p.m.
