KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 8, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, and Dick Stolley.  Members absent:  Kieth Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis, Jackie Stilwell; Nathan Riggins, Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir, and Robyn Jones.  
MacFeat made Motion 10-02-08:12 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of January 11, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 10-02-08:13 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of January was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 10-02-08:14 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

Reunion Weekend:  Reunion weekend is set for June 25 through June 27, 2010.  Last year a tent was rented for use during the weekend events and the city paid for the rental cost.  Once again a request was made for the city to pay the rental fee for the tent.  Shuck made Motion 10-02-08:15 to authorize up to $2,400.00 for rental fees for a tent for use during the weekend.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.
  COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  Riggins stated that OST is planning to build a booster station for their rural water system, to be located behind the existing building utilized by West River Lyman Jones.  There will be a need to discharge a certain amount of water into the city’s sewer system.  It was the consensus of the council that the requesting party attends a city council meeting and presents their proposal to the council for consideration. 
B.  Streets:  Quotes for a new loader were presented to the council for a John Deere loader.  There is an existing bid from the City of Parkston for a new loader and the city can utilize that existing bid.  The quote amount is approx. $108,500, less trade in. The council wanted to have additional information, prior to a decision.  This information includes:  the amount of trade in value for the current loader; the amount of down payment required; and extended warranty options.  This information will be obtain by Solon and presented at an upcoming meeting.          

C.  Solid Waste:  After discussion regarding city-wide garbage pick up, it was decided not to pursue that option.  Word made Motion 10-02-08:16 to raise the rates for garbage disposal to .10/lb. for city residents and .15/lb. for non-residents.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Stolley-no; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-no; Word-yes and MacFeat-no.  The motion failed 3-2.  After further discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 10-02-08:17 to raise the rates for garbage disposal to .10/lb. for city residents, .15/lb. for non-residents, and .05/lb. for bulk disposal (2000 lbs. per trip).  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members, voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  The increased rates will be effective March 1, 2010.  
D.  Liquor:  An estimate for the installation of an air filtration system was presented for approval.  The estimated cost is $7,777.57; however, the cost may be higher depending on the installation.  Stolley made Motion 10-02-08:18 to proceed with the air filtration system.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  When weather permits, the sidewalk in front of the bar will be repaired.     
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The auditorium roof has begun to leak in various locations, and the roof will need to be replaced.  Cost estimates for the replacement will be prepared by Billie Jo Eisenbraun and will be presented to the council at a future meeting.  The estimates will be for both shingles and metal.  The installation of an additional shower at the auditorium was discussed.  Project proposals will be presented in the future.  
F.  Public Safety:  Monthly report was distributed.
G. Mayor’s Report:  The mayor asked if any money had been budgeted for the games on main street during reunion week end (sponsored by the booster club), however, no funds were budgeted because no one had made the request during the budget process.  The Big Ride group will be here again this summer and will be staying overnight in the park.  The mayor stated that representatives from the city and county will meet periodically to discuss issues pertaining to both entities.  
Shuck made Motion 10-02-08:19 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:07 p.m.
