KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

MAY 4, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Jackie Stilwell, Ronda Dennis, Patrick Solon, Nathan Riggins and Roger Jensen.  Jan Cerney, Dawn Rasmussen and Kolette Struble arrived at 7:10 pm.  Joy Oien arrived at 7:23 pm.  Brad Jorgensen arrived at the meeting at 8:00 pm.  
Additions to agenda:  approve plat for Roger and Nancy Jensen; and, discuss meeting preparation timeline.
OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Approve Plat/Roger and Nancy Jensen:  Roger Jensen presented a plat of the property he is planning to purchase.  After review of the document, Shuck made Motion 09-05-04:41 to approve the plat as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

B.  Open Bids for School Asphalt Project:  Sealed bids for the school asphalt project were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Hills Materials Company - $77,650.00; Simon Contractors - $89,000.00; and Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $69,580.00 ($480.00 of which is to be paid to the State of South Dakota for recycled materials used to make the hot mix).  After review of each bid, MacFeat made Motion 09-05-04:42 to accept the bid as presented by Bituminous Paving, Inc.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

C.  Open Bids for 9th Street Chip/Seal Project:  Sealed bids for the 9th Street chip/seal project were opened and presented to the council.  There were three bids received for consideration.  The bids were as follows:  Hills Materials Company - $36,276.00; Simon Contractors - $33,140.00; and Bituminous Paving, Inc. - $21,700.00.  After review of each bid, Shuck made Motion 09-05-04:43 to accept the bid as presented by Bituminous Paving, Inc.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

D.  First Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA2:  The first reading for Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2009-SA2 was held.  The second reading will be held at the regular meeting, May 11, 2009.

E.  Survey of Locust and 8th Street:  Discussion was held related to the purpose of surveying this section of street.  MacFeat informed the council that no improvements could be made until the survey is completed and determination of the exact location of the street was made.  It was the consensus of the council to go ahead with the survey, utilizing the company with the lowest estimated cost.
F.  Mayor’s Report:  At the previous meeting, it was stated that the current committee structure for the sports complex would remain the same after dissolving the Sports Complex Agreement.  However, the school, who now controls the sports complex wanted it clarified that there may be changes in the committee structure.  The second item discussed related to a weight room supervisor.  The school wants to hire someone to supervise the weight room; however, the auditorium will be closed for floor and other routine maintenance from approx. July 1, 2009 through August 7, 2009.

Shuck made Motion 09-05-04:44 to adjourn the outgoing council.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and this portion of the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.

The meeting reconvened and the first item of business was to administer the oaths of office to the mayor and 3 council members.  The oaths were administered by the finance officer.

MacFeat made Motion 09-05-04:45 to nominate Colby Shuck as Council President.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  All members voted yes and Shuck was elected president on a 5-0 vote.

Word made Motion 09-05-04:46 to nominate Dick Stolley as Council Vice President.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  All members voted yes and Stolley was elected vice president on a 5-0 vote.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Stimulus Grant Funding for Pearl Hotel.  A group of individuals were present on behalf of Save the Pearl, Inc.  Dawn Rasmussen was the spokesperson for the group.  There is grant money available in the stimulus package for renovations of historic property.  It is a 100% funded grant (no matching funds required); but there is a stipulation that a municipal government act as the project sponsor.  The paper work would be completed by the Save the Pearl, Inc. members and the city would administer the funds.  The group was present to request that the city act as the project sponsor in order to receive this grant.  After discussion, MacFeat made Motion 09-05-04:47 to prepare a resolution in support of the grant and have the city act as project sponsor to enable the group to receive the grant funding.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
B.  Ice Machine/Auditorium:  Currently there is no ice machine available for use in the auditorium; the old one does not work and is beyond repair.  The Kadoka Area School stated that they would split the cost with the City for the purchase of a new ice machine.  The total cost of the new machine is $3,000.00.  After discussion, Word made Motion 09-05-04:48 to purchase a new ice machine for the auditorium and to split the cost 50-50 with the Kadoka Area School.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
C.  Building Permit/Chad Eisenbraun:  A building permit was presented from Chad Eisenbraun.  After review, MacFeat made Motion 09-05-04:49 to approve the permit as presented, contingent upon review by Solon.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  SPN/Drainage:  No information was received for presentation.

Shuck made Motion 09-05-04:50 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 9:03 p.m.
