KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 14, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, and Brad Jorgensen.  Members absent:  Kieth Prang and Dick Stolley.  Others present:  Oliver Willert, Randi Oyan, Nathan Riggins, Ronda Dennis, Patrick Solon, Lauri Fugate, Forrest Davis and Jackie Stilwell.
Shuck made Motion 09-09-14:89 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of August 10, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Jorgensen made Motion 09-09-14:90 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 09-09-14:91 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Oliver Willert was present and discussed water and drainage issues at his home.  He experienced sewer backup into his basement during the heavy rain on August 12, 2009.  This backup was due to rain water in the sewer system, not a plugged line.  In addition, the curb stop for his home isn’t working and needs to be replaced.  This will be done as quickly as possible.  

B.  KCBA – Welcome Sign:  KCBA, in conjunction with the centennial committee and the Horizons group are going to purchase a “Welcome” sign made out of rock to be located on a section of property owned by Joe Handrahan.  Joe has stated that he will lease the land for this purpose.  They would like the City to be the lease holder on the land where the sign will be located.  A sign is currently located on the property and will need to be removed.  In addition, they would like to have the city pay for the electricity to light the sign; assistance on getting the land ready for the sign; and, maintenance in the future.  MacFeat made Motion 09-09-14:92 to have Mayor Weller contact the city attorney to prepare a contract to lease this section of land; and, that the city will pay for the electricity and maintenance.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

C.  The first reading of the 2010 budget appropriation ordinance was held.  A special meeting was scheduled for 5:00 pm on Wednesday, September 23, 2009 for the second reading of the budget ordinance.

D.  Bank West Insurance:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and the information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to the previous year’s premium.  The premium for 2010 decreased approximately $2,440.00.  MacFeat made Motion 09-09-14:93 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
E.  Water Rates:  A comparison of water rates for surrounding communities was distributed at the previous month’s meeting.  Shuck made Motion 09-09-14:94 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2010 as follows:  $12.00 for the first 1000 gallons and $3.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $14.00 for the first 1000 gallons and $3.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  During discussion, MacFeat stated that she would like to discuss the rate increase issues with members of the community.  Shuck stated that the water fund is operating at an enormous deficit and something needs to be done to alleviate the problem.  He further stated that he suggested obtaining public input prior to approving a large expenditure at a previous meeting and that request was rejected.  A roll call vote was taken:  MacFeat-no; Jorgensen-no; Shuck-yes; Word-yes.  The motion failed 2-2.  MacFeat then requested information which will project increased revenue if the rates are increased as suggested.  This will be prepared and presented at the October 13, 2009 meeting.     
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  Estimates for having someone come in and inspect the city’s sewer lines was presented.  No action was taken; the information will be kept on file.  The small water tower will be inspected on September 17, 2009.  Water loss for August was 19%.       
B.  Streets: Information on cost of tires for loader was discussed.  The approximate cost is $900.00/tire and $100.00/tire to mount.  Estimates for repairs to the shop’s roof were presented.  Additional information was requested and will be presented at the October meeting.  
C.  Solid Waste:  No report.  
D.  Liquor:  No report. 
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion on repairs to the kiddie pool was held.  There is a potential leak under the kiddie pool and the repairs, if required, will be costly.  More information was requested, including contacting pool companies for assistance on determining the problem and repair cost estimates.  This will be reviewed at the special meeting to be held on September 23, 2009.
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Mayor advised the council that West Central Electric’s annual meeting will be held in Murdo on October 7, 2009.  Information from the South Dakota Municipal League was distributed.  

Word made Motion 09-09-14:95 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  All members voted yes and the motion carried 4-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
