REGULAR MEETING

MARCH 8, 2010
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Brad Jorgensen, Dick Stolley and Kieth Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Craig Nowack; Jackie Stilwell; Nathan Riggins; JoBeth Uhlir; Billie Jo Eisenbraun; and Ronda Dennis.  Patrick Solon arrived at 7:03 pm.  
Shuck made Motion 10-03-08:20 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 8, 2010.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Stolley made Motion 10-03-08:21 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of February was distributed.  After a review of the information, MacFeat made Motion 10-03-08:22 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Morrison, Maierly, Inc.:  Craig Nowack was present on behalf of the Oglala Sioux Rural Water Supply System and presented two requests to the council.  The first request was a proposed building permit for a pre-manufactured chemical treatment building; and, the second request was approval to connect the building’s sanitary sewer to the existing sanitary sewer serving the existing WR/LJ pump station.  Mr. Nowack was advised that there would be a sewer hook-up fee and a monthly sewer charge assessed.  The formal request from OSRWSS for these two items will be prepared and submitted for approval at an upcoming meeting.
B.  2009 Annual Report:  The annual report for 2009 was presented for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 10-03-08:23 to approve the annual report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Grassland Lease Bid:  An ad for bids for a 5 year grassland lease for property located near the city sewer lagoons was submitted for approval.  Stolley made Motion 10-03-08:24 to approve the ad.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  Horizons Community Garden:  Stolley asked if a portion of the Scholl Property could be utilized for a community garden.  The requested portion of land is located where the arboretum was located.  The arboretum was created with funds from the State; however, most of the trees have died and the site is empty.  Horizons will contact the State to determine if it is permissible to use the site for a purpose other than an arboretum.  Shuck made Motion 10-03-08:25 to grant permission for the community garden, unless there is a problem with the state.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
E.  SPN Drainage Study:  The drainage study from Schmucker, Paul, Nohr, and Associates is complete.  They would like to present their findings to the council at a special meeting.  After a review of available dates from SPN, the council set the special meeting for Tuesday, April 6, 2010 at 5:00 pm.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report  
B.  Streets:  Information requested at the previous months meeting regarding the possible purchase of a new front end loader was reviewed.  Various financing options were discussed.  This item will be placed on the April 12, 2010 agenda for action.  Solon requested permission to obtain gravel and the council instructed him to purchase gravel from the best source in an amount up to $2,000.  He was also instructed to get quotes from multiple sources for rock and gravel and present to the council at the special meeting to be held on April 6, 2010.        

C.  Solid Waste:  no report 
D.  Liquor:  The air filtration system has been installed and is operational.  There will be a dance on April 2, 2010.  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Discussion was held on replacing the roof of the auditorium.  Estimates for both shingles and tin were discussed.  The estimated cost for tin is $40,800.00 (labor and materials); and, the estimated cost for shingles is $58,100.00 (labor and materials).  Discussion was held on how to bid the project:  labor and materials separate or included in one bid.  The council consensus was that a specification sheet would be prepared and one bid (labor and materials combined) would be prepared and presented for approval.  Ads for summer personnel were submitted for approval.  After review, Shuck made Motion 10-03-08:26 to approve the ads for summer personnel.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.  Youth Works requested permission to use the swimming pool showers again this summer for a period of time from June 13 through August 6.  The council granted this request.  
F.  Public Safety:  no report.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The annual District 8 meeting for the South Dakota Municipal League will be held in Philip on Thursday, April 22, 2010. 
Executive Session/Personnel:  Shuck made Motion 10-03-08:27 to go into executive session for personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the council went into executive session at 8:20 pm.  The council came out of executive session at 8:37 pm.  Stolley made Motion 10-03-08:28 to hire Tina Williams as Assistant Bar Manager at a salary of $8.95/hour, with a 90 day probationary period.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Word-yes; MacFeat-yes; Jorgensen-yes; Prang-yes; Shuck-no; Stolley-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.        
MacFeat made Motion 10-03-08:29 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:41 p.m.
