REGULAR MEETING
JANUARY 10, 2011
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Dick Stolley, and Andrea MacFeat.  Brad Jorgensen arrived at the meeting at 7:15 pm.  Members absent: Keith Prang.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Ronda Dennis; Jackie Stilwell; Patrick Solon; JoBeth Uhlir; Forrest Davis; Henry Ireland; Sandra Eschenbacher; and Mark Eschenbacher.  Jim Herber arrived at 7:03 pm.
Shuck made Motion 11-01-10:1 to approve the minutes of the regular meetings of December 13, 2010 and December 14, 2010.  The motion was seconded by Word.  MacFeat stated that she would abstain from voting because she was not present at the meetings.  Without this vote, there would not be a quorum of members voting so the motion was tabled.
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 11-01-10:2 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of December was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 11-01-10:3 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.

Mayor Weller commended the city employees (Patrick Solon and Nathan Riggins) for all of their efforts in the removal of snow from the city’s streets since the snow storms began at Christmas.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Business Venture/Jim Herber:  Jim Herber, along with Mark and Sandra Eschenbacher were present and addressed the council regarding a potential business venture.  They are considering purchasing a portion of property located at the former Dirks Campground and pursing the establishment of a Whiskey Distillery and Product Sales.  There were many questions during the discussion and further information is required by these individuals.  The council also stated that the city would need to obtain legal advice from the city’s attorney.
At this time, the approval of the minutes from the December 13, 2010 and December 14, 2010 meetings was brought up for reconsideration.  Shuck made Motion 11-01-10:4 to approve the minutes from the December 13, 2010 and December 14, 2010 meetings.  The motion was seconded by Word.  The motion carried 4-0-1, with MacFeat abstaining from the vote.
B.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 12, 2011.  MacFeat made Motion 11-01-10:5 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

C.  Economic Development:  JoBeth Uhlir was present on behalf of Kadoka-Jackson Economic Development Corporation to discuss the city’s wishes about the future of the property that the City made available for business development.  After discussion, Stolley and MacFeat volunteered to serve on a joint committee with two members of the Economic Development Corporation to study and make recommendations on the use of the property.       
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  no report  
B.  Streets:  A lot of snow has been removed since Christmas.  It was mentioned that possibly there will be a need to replace a couple of the city’s pickups.
C.  Solid Waste:  no report
D.  Liquor:  no report  
E.  Auditorium/Park:  Shuck indicated that he would like to pursue adding more lights on the stage.
F.  Public Safety:  Monthly report was distributed.  Graffiti on buildings was mentioned and it is the property owner’s responsibility to remove any and all graffiti on their property.  If it is on the city’s property (buildings or signs), the city is responsible for the removal.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor once again commended the city employees (Patrick Solon and Nathan Riggins) for their efforts in snow removal since Christmas.  He also presented a proposal from TruGreen Chemical for spraying the park and ball field in 2011.  Word made Motion 11-01-10:6 to approve the proposal from TruGreen Chemical.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
2011 Salaries:  Salaries for 2011 were approved at the December 14, 2010 meeting (Motion 10-12-14:137).  The salaries are as follows:  Mayor-$1,320.00/year; Councilmembers - $1,200.00/year; Forrest Davis, Police Chief-$32,524.37/year; Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer-$26,749.95/year; JoBeth Uhlir, Bar Manager-$27,012.21/year; James Buskirk-$8.24/hour; Billie Jo Eisenbraun-$14.16/hour; Nathan Riggins-10.44/hour; Patrick Solon-$13.08/hour; Jackie Stilwell-$10.65/hour; Tina Williams-$9.22/hour; Debbie Antonsen-$8.70/hour; Ryan Willert-$7.47/hour; and Seth Carlson-$7.47/hour.   
MacFeat made Motion 11-01-10:7 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 7:53 p.m.
