KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 8, 2008
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Brad Jorgensen, Micki Word, Dick Stolley, Colby Shuck and Kieth Prang.  Absent:  Andrea MacFeat.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Alvin Pahlke, Ronda Dennis and Jackie Stilwell.  Patrick Solon and Nathan Riggins arrived at 7:02; Arla Patterson and Mary Austad arrived at 7:03; and Bev Berry arrived at 7:05.  Sauntee Coller arrived at 7:30. 
Additions to the agenda:  there were no additions to the agenda.
Shuck made Motion 08-09-08:115 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of August 11, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0. 

The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Shuck made Motion 08-09-08:116 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of August was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 08-09-08:117 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.

At this time, Mayor Weller amended the order of the agenda to discuss an item from the Mayor’s Report.  Mary Austad, Arla Patterson and Bev Berry were present on behalf of the Kadoka Area School District and wanted to address the council regarding the water line installation at the football field.  Arla Patterson was designated to speak on behalf of the group.  She distributed a letter from Mary Austad related to the water line installation.  The city’s attorney, Alvin Pahlke advised the council that Mayor Weller, and council members Colby Shuck and Micki Word have a conflict of interest with respect to matters related to the Kadoka Area School District; and thus, they are disqualified from discussing and voting on matters related to the Kadoka Area School District.  No action could be taken due to the lack of a quorum of council members.  The representatives from the school district left the meeting at this time.
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Second Reading/Ordinance Revision:  The second reading was held on the following ordinance revision:  Chapter 8, Article II, Section 1; and Article III, Sections 3, 4 and 5.  Shuck made Motion 08-09-08:118 to adopt the ordinance revision as read.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; Word-yes.  The motion carried 4-1.
B.  A resolution was presented opposing Initiated Measure #10.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 08-09-08:119 to adopt the resolution as presented.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
C.  The first reading of the 2009 appropriation ordinance was held.  A special meeting was scheduled for 5:30 p.m. on Monday, September 15, 2008, for the second reading of the budget ordinance.  
D.  Bank West Insurance:  The city’s insurance policy is due to be renewed and information was presented detailing the premium quote and a comparison to the previous year’s premium.  The premium for 2009 decreased over $8,500.00.  Word made Motion 08-09-08:120 to approve the insurance policy as presented by Bank West Insurance.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  Homecoming will be held on September 26, 2008; and the parade route will be given to Chief Davis.  

B.  Water/Sewer:  The water line installation for the Kadoka Area School District was due to be discussed at this time.  Mayor Weller and council members Colby Shuck and Micki Word declared a conflict of interest and left the meeting room.  Sauntee Coller had arrived at the meeting at 7:30 and was present for the discussion.  Through discussion, it was determined that the project was initiated by and for the Kadoka Area School District and was not a city project.  The contractor for this project was hired by the school district.  The city’s responsibility was to obtain the necessary supplies for the project on behalf of the school district.  Further discussion of this item will be held at the special meeting scheduled for September 15, 2008.  Upon conclusion of this topic, Mayor Weller and council members Shuck and Word rejoined the meeting.  Additional topics included the water tower repairs are completed and the tower has been filled.  A cement slab will need to be poured and a small building constructed to house the circulating pump.  The water line repair project located behind Smiley Construction began today.    
C.  Streets:  Solon reported that sometime during the week of September 15, 2008, he will get hot mix and begin patching pot holes in the city’s streets.    

D.  Solid Waste:  The inspection was conducted at the landfill, but the report has not yet been received.
E.  Liquor:  There is an opening for a part time bartender and the position will be advertised.  A dance will be held on September 26, 2008 and a Halloween party is scheduled for October 31, 2008.  Additional items included a purse party to be held in September and an in-town pool league will begin the week of September 15, 2008.  
F.  Auditorium/Park:  A new chlorinator has been ordered for the small pool, but has not yet been received.  The pool cover will be replaced by the company due to defects in manufacturing.  The museum is closed for the season and a pizza party was held for the volunteers.  Additional grass seed will be put on the softball field.  Jorgensen commented that the floor in the auditorium looks great.   
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Homecoming is scheduled for the week of September 22, 2008, with a theme of “transportation”.  The West River Lyman Jones annual meeting will be held in Wall on October 15, 2008.
Prang made Motion 08-09-08:121 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
