The appeal filed by Kadoka Nursing Home was a request to transfer the property to an “exempt” status.  

The appeal filed by Marvis Letellier was a request to have the value of the building reduced to $0.00 due to the structure being torn down.

After reviewing all information presented on the two appeals, the following motions were made:   
MacFeat made Motion 09-03-16:22 to approve the request as submitted by the Kadoka Nursing Home and transfer the property to an “exempt” status.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 4-0. 
Stolley made Motion 09-03-16:23 to reject the Notice of Appeal filed by Marvis Letellier and leave the property valuation as listed on the assessment roles.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat, with all members present voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
Word made Motion 09-03-16:24 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
