KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

JULY 13, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Andrea MacFeat, Kieth Prang, Dick Stolley, and Brad Jorgensen.  Others present:  Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Forrest Davis, Patrick Solon, and JoBeth Uhlir.  
Shuck made Motion 09-07-13:69 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 8, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0. 
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 09-07-13:70 to approve the non-processed bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

Additional Bills:  A list of 4 bills which were not included in the bills approved above was submitted for discussion.
A.  Bill in the amount of $77,464.00 from Bituminous Paving, Inc. was reviewed.  A bid for the asphalt work for street repairs on the north and south sides of the school was accepted in the amount of $69,100.00.  This bill is $8,364.00 over the bid amount.  MacFeat stated that she approved the purchase of an additional 102 ton of hot mix asphalt to be used for street repairs at various locations around town.  Additional information will be required prior to payment of this bill.  This additional information will include separate invoices for the street repairs and additional asphalt; weigh tickets and information as to the amounts of hot mix used in repair at each location.  After discussion, MacFeat made Motion 09-07-13:71 to pay Bituminous Paving, Inc. upon receipt of the proper documentation for the difference in amounts.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.
B.  Bill in the amount of $8,688.77 from Hildebrand Steel & Concrete was reviewed.  This billing is for the concrete work done at the Bar.  Damage was done to the building during the work being completed on the south side of the bar; and, after the concrete was poured on the east side of the bar, there was water damage done to the fresh concrete due to rain.  After discussion, no action was taken on this bill.  Stolley will discuss the council concerns with Rich Hildebrand and will advise the council of his recommendations at a future meeting.

C.  Bill in the amount of $2,698.92 from Hildebrand Steel & Concrete was reviewed.  This billing is for the installation of a concrete drain pan which was installed on the south side of the school prior to the street repair.  MacFeat stated that she had approved the installation of this drain pan.  After discussion, Jorgensen made Motion 09-07-13:72 to pay this bill.  The motion was seconded by Word.  After further discussion, a roll call vote was taken:  Shuck-yes; Prang-yes; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-yes; MacFeat-abstain; Word-yes.  The motion carried 5-0-1.
D.  Bill in the amount of $771.35 from Pool & Spa Center was reviewed.  After the installation of the new chlorinator, it was recommended that we use chlorine and add stabilizer, as needed.  These materials were purchased through Hawkins Water Treatment.  The reserve chlorine was low and when a representative from Pool & Spa Center stopped at the pool, stabilized chlorine was purchased.  Our system is not designed to use stabilized chlorine and the use of it can cause serious problems.  Shuck stated that he will contact Pool & Spa Center and negotiate the return of the stabilized chlorine and a reduction of the amount from our statement. 
The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of June was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 09-07-13:73 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Auditorium Use Agreement:  Kassie Kukal requested the use of the annex and kitchen facilities on August 12, 2009 for a land auction.  After a review of the request, MacFeat made Motion 09-07-13:74 to grant this request, with a fee of $35.00 charged for the use of the facilities.  The motion was seconded by Word with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  Nick Jackson with the Rural Water Assn. was here on July 7 and 8 and did testing on our water lines to determine if there were any leaks.  He will prepare a report on his findings and it will be reviewed when received.  In addition, water rates for surrounding communities were requested and compared to our current rates.  This information, along with the report prepared by Nick Jackson will be reviewed at either the special meeting for budget preparation or the regular August meeting.
B.  Streets:  MacFeat stated that she wanted to revisit SPN plan for drainage in the southwest corner of the city.  Their proposal is divided into the following sections:  Section A – General (engineering services, including field work); Section B – Facilities Plan; Section C – Preliminary Design and Section D – Final Design and Preparation of Plans and Specifications.  This is an item which was not included in the 2009 budget.  MacFeat made Motion 09-07-13:75 to accept SPN Plan for Parts A, B, and C at a cost of $28,000.00 payable in 2009.  She further stated that she thought there was money available in the street department’s 2009 budget to cover this cost.  The motion was seconded by Word.  Further discussion was held, primarily related to the scope and the cost of SPN’s plan.  At this point in the discussion, MacFeat withdrew her motion.  Shuck then stated that he thought the committee was going to send out letters to the people in the affected area, seeking their input.  Some items he thought would be included were:  (a) did residents believe that there was a drainage issue with their property; and, (b) if curb and gutter was an option, were they willing to pay for the installation, which is the landowner’s responsibility.   
C.  Solid Waste:  The tire pile at the landfill has been separated.  New Deal Tire, located in Groton will come and pick up the tires at an approx. cost of $190/Ton.  After further discussion, it was the consensus of the council to contact New Deal Tire and have them take the tires.   
D.  Liquor:  Stolley stated that they would like to paint the outside of the Bar, with Billie Jo Eisenbraun and the summer workers providing the labor and the bar providing the paint.  There were no objections from the council members.  Stolley made Motion 09-07-13:76 to proceed with the project.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 6-0.     
E.  Auditorium/Park:  The baskets are fixed and the ceiling on the stage has been repaired.  The auditorium will be closed until August 7 so that the floor resurfacing can be completed.  There continues to be a lot of vandalism in the park.  Jorgensen advised the council that a new outhouse at the airport was constructed by the city employees, in time for the fly-in.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor passed around a letter received from the Jackson-Kadoka Economic Development Corporation, thanking the city for the donation.  The preliminary draft of the budget was included for each member to review prior to the budget meeting.  The council set July 27, 2009 at 7:00 pm as the date and time for the special meeting.     
MacFeat made Motion 09-07-13:77 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Shuck, with all members voting yes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
