KADOKA CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 9, 2009
7:00 P. M.

Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Micki Word, Colby Shuck, Brad Jorgensen, and Dick Stolley.  Kieth Prang arrived at 7:05 p.m.   Members absent:  Andrea MacFeat.  Others present:  Forrest Davis, Ronda Dennis, Jackie Stilwell, Nathan Riggins, JoBeth Uhlir, Patrick Solon and Grant Patterson.
Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:105 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of October 13, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Word, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 4-0.
The bills were presented for approval.  After review by all council members, Word made Motion 09-11-09:106 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of October was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:107 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Grant Patterson:  Grant Patterson was present to address several concerns with the council.  However, due to the absence of council member MacFeat, Patterson asked to defer his discussion until the next regular council meeting.     
B.  Roof at Shop:  Two contractor quotes and two materials quotes for the repair of the roof at the shop were received.  The contractor quotes are as follows:  Joe Handrahan - $6,246.00 and Wayland Eisenbraun - $6,857.00.  The materials quotes are as follows:  Moses Building Center - $6,166.66 and Ernie’s Building Center - $6,515.93.  After review of all quotes received, Jorgensen made Motion 09-11-09:108 to accept the materials quote from Moses Building Center and the labor quote from Joe Handrahan.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.    
NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Bids for Vehicle and Heating Fuel for 2010:  Mayor Weller opened and read the sealed bids submitted by Midwest Cooperatives and Kadoka Oil LLC.  The bids received are as follows:  Midwest Cooperatives:  Dyed #1 and Dyed #2 Diesel Fuel - .03/gallon under cash price and LP Gas (propane) - .03/gallon under cash price.  Kadoka Oil LLC:  Dyed #1 and Dyed #2 Diesel Fuel - .04/gallon under charge price and LP Gas (propane) - $1.47/gallon (fixed).  Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:109 to accept the bid for Dyed #1 and Dyed #2 Diesel from Midwest Cooperatives and the bid for LP Gas (propane) from Kadoka Oil LLC.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  No bids were received for unleaded gasoline, so quotes will be solicited from distributors.
B.  Dakota Care Insurance:  Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:110 to approve the Dakota Care Insurance Policy for city employee’s health coverage.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  
C.  Approve 2010 Liquor Licenses:  Word made Motion 09-11-09:111 to approve the 2010 Liquor License Applications for:  Kadoka City Lounge; Kadoka City Liquor Store; and Club 27.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 5-0.  
D.  Meeting Time:  There was a suggestion to have the council meetings start earlier during the winter months.  However, after discussion, it was the consensus of the council to leave the meeting time at 7:00. 
E.  Downtown Christmas Tree:  Ronda Dennis addressed the council about the possibility of putting a Christmas tree on Main Street, at the intersection by the city bar.  However, after discussion it was the consensus of the council that the tree not be located on the street.  It was decided that it would pose too many problems in the event of a snow storm requiring the street to be plowed and for various other safety issues.  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:112 to increase the water rates effective January 1, 2010 as follows:  $12.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $3.00 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all residential and commercial customers; and, $14.00 for the first 1000 gallons (which includes the monthly meter fee) and $3.50 per 1000 gallons thereafter for all rural customers.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken:  Word-yes; Stolley-yes; Prang-yes; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen -no.  The motion carried 4-1.  The next issue addressed was the unexplained water loss problem.  A list of repairs that should be made in order to identify areas of potential water leakage problems was presented.  Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:113 to proceed with the repairs.  The motion was seconded by Stolley.  Discussion was held, followed by a roll call vote:  Word-yes; Prang-no; Stolley-yes; Jorgensen-no; Shuck-yes.  The motion failed 3-2.
B.  Streets:  Solon requested permission to purchase additional surplus stock of gravel, within the guidelines of his budget.  However, it was the consensus of the council not to purchase additional gravel at this time.
C.  Solid Waste:  No report.  
D.  Liquor:  In the event that the smoking ban is referred to a vote of the people and smoking continues to be allowed in the bar, Stolley stated that he would like to pursue some type of air exchange system for the bar.
E.  Auditorium/Park:  No report.  
F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.
G.  Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Weller attended the county commissioners meeting for a presentation on the proposed Crazy Horse National Scenic Byway.  Shuck made Motion 09-11-09:114 to issue a letter of support for this proposal.  The motion was seconded by Word.  All members voted yes and the motion carried 5-0.  
Word made Motion 09-11-09:115 to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Prang.  All members voted yes and the motion carried 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
