B.  Identity Theft Resolution:  Stolley made Motion 08-10-14:130 to approve Identity Theft Resolution 2008-3R.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0.

A.  Water:  A bid proposal for construction of a building to house the circulating pump at the water tower was submitted by JS Construction in the amount of $2,806.29.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 08-10-14:133 to approve the proposal as submitted.  The motion was seconded by MacFeat.  A roll call vote was taken with all members voting yes, and the motion carried 4-0. 

B.  Streets:  No report was given.    

C.  Solid Waste:  The inspection was completed at the landfill and the report is on file in the finance office. 

D.  Liquor:  The traveling pool league will begin in November and the dues are $30.00 per team.  The third quarter inventory has been completed.  There will be a costume party held at the bar on October 31, 2008 and prizes will be awarded.  

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The pool and museum have been winterized.  The mats located at each end of the auditorium will need to be replaced. 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor reported the following items:  the landfill report has been completed and is on file; the SDML annual meeting was held in Pierre, but he was not able to attend; and the winter sports held in the auditorium will begin October 20, 2008.
