NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 8, 2014.  Shuck made Motion 14-01-13:05 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Lund, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

B.  First Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2014-SA1:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2014-SA1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, February 10, 2014.

C.  Keyless Entry for Auditorium/Grant Patterson:  Mr. Patterson addressed the council regarding his belief that there is a need for additional usage of the auditorium.  He then stated that in his opinion that there is a need for an additional auditorium to be used as a practice facility.   
  

COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Water/Sewer:  The recent spell of cold weather has caused some lines to freeze, but it did not cause any major problems.   Riggins is looking for a pickup for the water department at Federal Surplus Property.  

B.  Streets:  Solon will be putting together information for the February meeting regarding this year’s street project.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  no report 

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.  

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor discussed the public meeting that was held regarding the proposed zoning ordinance.  It was the consensus of the council that they wanted the opportunity to meet and go through the ordinance section by section and make any changes that they believed to be necessary.
