A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  Jeff and Becca Nemecek informed the council how the tearing down of the house went. They would like to be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Jackson County Commissioners: The County was at the meeting to ask the City Council if they would be willing to help provide funding for the Jackson County Library. Bryan De Goes talked for the Library Board about how a joint venture would benefit everyone. Discussion was held on talking to the School Board about joining the City and the County in helping fund a new building for the Library. It was decided that someone from the City and the County would attend the next School Board meeting. Further discussion will be held on fundraising and other ventures to help fund the new building for the Library.
The County Commissioners brought up that the Sheriff would like to see a cross walk put into place from the school to the new gym. The City Council said that this has been taken into consideration, but nothing will be painted until the summer. 

Discussion was held on milling down the alley by the courthouse. This will help with drainage at the courthouse.

B.  John Beck/ Emergency Management:  John Beck updated the City Council on where the proposal on the fire department sirens was at. 
John also discussed how the Auditorium is a shelter spot. He would like to have some volunteers to help man the shelter if it is ever needed. 

C. Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 14, 2020.  Willert made Motion 20-01-13:5 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

D. Building Permit/Jodi Stoddard: A building permit from Jodi Stoddard was presented for approval.  After review, Olney made Motion 20-01-13:6 to approve the building permits as long as Jodi Stoddard checks with the state.  The motion was seconded by Huffman.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

E. Bank West Card Reader:  New rates for the credit card module for the Finance Office were presented. Following discussion, Huffman made Motion 20-01-13:7 to accept option 2 which includes a three year commitment, but no annual fees. The motion was seconded by Grillo. A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.


COUNCIL REPORTS:

A.  Code Enforcement: No report

B.  Water/Sewer:  A listing of proposed water projects was distributed.
Nathan Riggins reported that Discount Fuels Sewer line has been sewer jetted again. He thinks he got a better clean out this time. Discussion was held on when this line should be redone. The state will be redoing Highway 73 in a couple of years. That is when the council would like to redo this sewer line. 

B.  Streets:  A listing of proposed street projects for this year was distributed discussion was held about changing one project and milling the alley by the courthouse. 
Patrick Solon informed the council that he has tried to change the shifter for the blade out but is running into problems. He will be contacting DMI for more guidance on this issue. 

C.  Solid Waste:  Discussion was held on days that the dump may be closed. 
	
D.  Liquor:  Inventory was done on January 5, 2020 by the bar manager and some of the employees along with Rusty Olney.  Jackie Stilwell informed the council that the electric panel will be done in either January or February. She plans on having an I Hate Winter Party.

E.  Auditorium/Park:  Billie Jo Eisenbraun stated that she is still working on getting Bryan Hansen to install the last heater system in the Auditorium. She also has talked to Brian Fromm about getting the water fixed at the Museum.

F.  Public Safety:  The monthly report was distributed.   

G.  Mayor’s Report:  no report.

Executive Session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1) / Personnel:   Huffman made Motion 20-01-13:8 to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Grillo, with all members voting yes.  The council went into executive session at 9:00 p.m.  The council was declared out of executive session at 9:15 p.m.  No action was taken.
