Mayor Weller called the regular meeting of the Kadoka City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Colby Shuck; Brad Jorgensen; Ryan Willert; Lenny Sanftner; and John Word.  Council member Arne Lund arrived at 7:05 p.m.  Others present:  Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer; Forrest Davis; John Berry; Nathan Riggins; Curtis Anderson; Verda Anderson; and Patrick Solon.  Jackie Stilwell arrived at 7:34 p.m.

Willert made Motion 16-01-18:01 to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of December 9, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.  

The bills were presented for approval.  Shuck made Motion 16-01-18:02 to approve the bills as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

The financial statement, along with a report listing the breakdown of revenue, expenses, and bank balances for the month of December was distributed.  After a review of the information, Shuck made Motion 16-01-18:03 to approve the financial report.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 5-0.

Citizen Input:  John Berry was present on behalf of Club 27.  He was inquiring about the City’s procedures for paying liquor distributors.

NEW BUSINESS:

A.  Curtis Anderson:  Mr. Anderson was present to address the council regarding a water meter pit that is located adjacent to his property that is leaking.  The pit is located on a line that feeds water to his property.  He questioned who’s pit this is and who’s responsibility it is to repair the leak.  After lengthy discussion, Willert made Motion 16-01-18:04 to table this item.  The motion was seconded by Shuck.  A roll call vote was taken:  Sanftner-yes; Willert-yes; Lund-yes: Word-no; Shuck-yes; Jorgensen-yes.  The motion carried 5-1.

B.  Combine Election with School:  The municipal election will be held on April 12, 2016.  Willert made Motion 16-01-18:05 to combine the municipal election with the school board election on that date.  The motion was seconded by Jorgensen, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

C.  Rental Agreement/Grossenburg Implement/John Deere Tractor:  A rental agreement for the use of a John Deere Tractor through September, 2016 was presented.  The terms of the agreement are for 250 machine hours at a cost of $5.00/hour and any hours utilized above 250 will be charged at a rate of $10.00/hour.  The city is required to carry insurance on the tractor.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 16-01-18:06 to accept the rental agreement as presented.  The motion was seconded by Word.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.

D.  First Reading of Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance 2016-SA1:  The first reading of supplemental appropriation ordinance 2016-SA1 was held.  The second reading will be held at the next regular meeting, February 8, 2016.

  
COUNCIL REPORTS:

A. Water/Sewer:  The sewer pit located at the Chuck and Donna Enders residence was discussed.  The city owns the meter and the Enders’ supply the electricity. After discussion, the consensus of the council was that the city should install electricity to the pit and also install an alarm.  Riggins will make the necessary arrangements for this to be completed.

B.  Streets:  no report

C.  Solid Waste:  The basement door needs to be repaired.  Arrangements will be made for these repairs. 
	
D.  Liquor:  No bids have been received on the wall repair; there is a need for a new computer, and 2 new television sets.  The manager will look into a point of sale program, once the computer has been purchased and will also research credit card information.  After discussion, Shuck made Motion 16-01-18:07 to purchase two (2) new television sets for the bar.  The motion was seconded by Willert.  A roll call vote was taken, with all members voting yes and the motion carried 6-0.    

E.  Auditorium/Park:  The outside lights on the east side of the auditorium are not working properly and will need to be repaired.  The furnace units are old and we have been advised to consider replacing the units and may add air conditioning at the same time.  

F.  Public Safety:  no report

G.  Mayor’s Report:  The mayor recommended reviewing the Municipal League magazine for updates on legislative action during the current session.

2016 Salaries:  Salaries for 2016 were approved at the December 9, 2014 meeting (Motion 15-12-09:139).  The salaries are as follows:  Mayor-$1,320.00/year; Councilmembers - $1,200.00/year; Forrest Davis, Police Chief-$36,976.07/year; Patty Ulmen, Finance Officer-$36,591.31/year; Jackie Stilwell, Bar Manager-$30,900.00/year; Billie Jo Eisenbraun-$16.10/hour; Nathan Riggins-$11.88/hour; Stephen Riggins-$9.27/hour; Patrick Solon-$14.86/hour; Alexandra Smiley-$10.30/hour; Kala Bonenberger-$8.76/hour; Peggy Eckert-$8.76/hour; Jessi Fromm-$8.76/hour; and Amy Stilwell-$8.76/hour.
